A unique workforce development program will construct 30 new huts and connect an 
expansive 485-mile trail network of new and existing mountain biking trails across Vermont 

to create a continuous trail from Massachusetts to Canada across National Forest, State, 
and private lands, conserving up to 214,000 acres of land for generations through 

sustainable recreation.

We are building the largest hut
