subchapter 2 shall pay a biennial $50.00 privilege to practice fee. 19 

Sec. 7.  EFFECTIVE DATES 20 
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This act shall take effect on July 1, 2023, except that Secs. 1–3 (audiologists 1 

and speech-language pathologists interstate compact) and Sec. 6 (fees) shall 2 

take effect on July 1, 2024.  3
