(24) $9,255,000 to the Department of Mental Health (DMH) to increase the number of psychiatric youth inpatient beds in

the State. These funds shall be used for the construction of a psychiatric youth inpatient facility by Southwest Vermont Medical
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Center (SVMC). If SVMC determines through its feasibility study that it cannot establish a psychiatric youth inpatient facility, the

funding shall be held in reserve while DMH puts out a new request for proposals for another psychiatric youth inpatient facility, or

DMH may use the funds to increase the number of psychiatric youth inpatient beds available to Vermonters in FY23. On or before

April 15, 2023, DMH shall submit a report to the House Committee on Health Care and the Senate Committee on Health and Welfare

outlining the findings of the feasibility study and DMH’s plans to move forward with increasing the number of psychiatric youth

inpatient beds in the State.
