Executive Summary 

Guided by 22 V.S.A. §601-635, the mission of the Department of Libraries is to provide, administer, and 
maintain access to information in a variety of formats to the three branches of State government, libraries 
statewide, the general public, and Vermonters with special needs; to support, strengthen, and foster new 
means for statewide cooperation and resource sharing among all types of libraries and government agencies; 
to lead a service of advice and consultation to all libraries, in order to assist them in realizing their potential; 
and to increase public awareness of libraries and their services. 

Inherent in this mission is the belief that libraries are essential to the general enlightenment of citizens in 
a democracy and that every person who lives in the State of Vermont should have access to the 
educational, cultural, recreational, informational, and research resources of libraries.  

Toward these ends, the Vermont Department of Libraries: 

• Serves State Government, public, school, and academic libraries, and Vermonters.

• Provides State employees and Legislators with direct access to the digital content in the Vermont Online
Library and the Department of Libraries physical collection with a Department of Libraries borrower’s
card and free interlibrary loan service;

• Maintains physical and e-book collections for research and to support state-wide needs through
interlibrary loan (ILL). These collections focus on Vermont legislative history, Vermontiana, grants,
management, children’s literature, federal documents, and library science.

• Encourages resource-sharing of physical materials between libraries across Vermont through the
statewide interlibrary loan (ILL) network and courier program by
 Providing an online interlibrary loan catalog (CLOVER) that provides Vermonters with easy and direct

access to the holdings of automated libraries statewide,
 Administering statewide ILL through courier services grants to 134 libraries that support the regular

movement of physical materials, and
 Facilitating sharing of physical items with libraries in other states and throughout the world;

• Administers PALACE, a statewide platform through which Vermonters can access a growing collection of
roughly 5,500 digital eBook and eAudiobook titles that supplements the eResources collections of local
public libraries;

• Provides all Vermonters with access to the Vermont Online Library a collection of vetted, licensed digital
content available universally to all Vermonters with their public library card. The Vermont Online Library
includes access to:

 Homework-help for students of all ages,
 Language learning,

 Health and medical information,
 Career Transitions databases,
 Small Business Resource Center,
 Chilton’s Auto Repair,

 LearningExpress Library (CDL test prep, medical field test prep resources to help address statewide

staffing shortages in these areas).

• Plans and delivers a robust schedule of Continuing Education programs for library staff and trustees on all
aspects of librarianship;

• Provides consultation services to library staff throughout the state;

• Administers a Certificate of Public Librarianship program that supports individuals without formal training
in gaining the skills they need to direct small public libraries in the state;

• Encourages public libraries to meet the Minimum Standards for Vermont Public Libraries (1986);

• Provides local and federal grant funds to libraries to strengthen their capacity to deliver quality library
service, build partnerships, strengthen community services, and improve Vermonters’ access to
information;

• Supports the provision of 21st century library service to Vermonters at their local libraries through
collaborative efforts and partnerships that support digital literacy, financial literacy, and agricultural
literacy and provide access to digital tools and resources including high-speed, high-capacity broadband
internet access;

• Supports public and school libraries in providing programs and services for children, teens, and their
families that support early childhood literacy, STEAM learning, a lifelong love of reading, school readiness,
and school success;

• Supports public libraries in providing high-quality, topical programming that encourages community dialog 
through grant support to Vermont Humanities’ First Wednesdays program;

• Provides direct library services to all Vermonters with qualifying visual and physical disabilities through
the ABLE Library (Audio, Braille, Large Print, and Electronic Resources);

• Provides library materials to Vermonters who are incarcerated or who reside in State psychiatric facilities;

• Collects data and administers surveys at the state and federal level including the Institute of Museum and
Library Services’ annual Public Library Survey (PLS) and State Library Administrative Agency (SLAA) to
benchmark current levels of library service in Vermont and develop and implement programs and services
to support and strengthen library services available to Vermonters;

• Coordinates the Vermont Youth Book Awards an annual statewide program that engages youth in reading
and voting for their favorite new titles and partners with Vermont Humanities and the Vermont College of
Fine Arts on the Vermont Book Award;

• Facilitates statewide summer reading activities by

 Facilitating state-wide participation in the Collaborative Summer Program,
 Providing a statewide online summer reading platform through Zoobean,
 Providing non-competitive grants to support in-person programming at public libraries statewide to

encourage a love of reading and to help prevent the “summer slide,” the loss of reading skills when
out of school, among Vermont’s teens and children;

• Supports statewide digitization efforts to increase access to historical documents;

• Supports statewide workforce development efforts by making resources that support job-focused training
and education available to Vermonters through the Vermont Online Library

• Strives to improve access to library resources by individuals from underrepresented populations;

• Supports all Vermonters in accessing legal information and legal reference services through the
Community Legal Information Center (CLIC) program, which provides law reference service to the public.
CLIC continues to expand outreach programs and virtual tools. The Department supports CLIC through an
annual grant to the Vermont Law and Graduate School.

CURRENT PROJECTS 

• Align the Department’s 5 Year Institute for Museum and Library Service Grants to States plan with its
strategic plan at the state level;

• Continue investment in statewide resource-sharing efforts including the interlibrary loan courier delivery
service, online databases, and the Palace App which provides access to eBooks and eAudiobooks;

• Strengthen library services provided by the Department to state government through continued outreach
to agencies and departments to better understand the information needs of state employees and to
improve access to Department of Libraries collections and resources;

• Strengthen continuing education for library staff statewide including the Certificate of Public Librarianship
program, increased technology training for staff to support technical capacity at local libraries, and
increased focus on trainings in facilities management and building programs;

• Expand State Library collections, including a Justice, Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion collection that
supplements local library holdings;

• Increase the Departmental focus on the quality and impacts of continuing education efforts incorporating
best practices in instructional design when presenting online learning, increased implementation of pre- 
and post- workshop surveys, and responsiveness to training needs;

• Align data collection with federal standards and providing open access to Department’s datasets, and
understanding and utilizing data to inform programmatic efforts of the Department;

• Continue support for the Working Group on the Status of Libraries in Vermont and respond to
recommendation made by that body through their report to the House and Senate Education Committees
in November 2023.

• Administer $10M in Congressionally Directed Funding (CDS) for Public Facilities Preservation Initiative
Grants through the Department of Housing and Urban Development . The funds will provide resources to
address repair and mitigation needs in these small, rural public libraries, those that also serve as
community meeting spaces and public facilities, and with a focus on economically depressed areas. The
Department of Libraries will administer these funds through a competitive grant process.

• Administer $16.4M in funding from the U.S. Department of Treasury’s Coronavirus Capital Projects Fund
for States, Territories & Freely Associated States as requested by the State of Vermont to support capital
improvements in public libraries that address critical building improvements to ensure Vermonters have
continued access to high-speed Internet to directly enable work, education, and health monitoring at their
local public libraries. The Department of Libraries will administer these funds through a competitive grant
process. As of January 18, 2022 these funds are pending approval.

• Administer Vermont Grants to States annual allotment of $1,247,111.00 from the Institute of Museum and
Library Services (IMLS) to enhance library services for all Vermonters per Vermont’s Library Services and
Technology Act Grants to States Five-Year Plan (2023-2027), which was approved by Institute of Museum
and Library Services.

The Institute for Museum and Library Services (IMLS) is the Department’s source of annual federal funding.

The ABLE Library serves blind Vermonters and anyone with a visual impairment or print, reading, or learning disability. The ABLE Library—housed at the 

Vermont State Library—is a network library for the National Library Service for the Blind and Print Disabled (NLS) and connects patrons of all ages to NLS 

services.  The name, ABLE, is an acronym that stands for our primary services - Audio, Braille, Large-print, and Electronic books. We would like ot expand 

this service to serve more eligible Vermonters.

We offer a collection of large print and digital talking books featuring 

all genres, print braille picture books, Wonderbooks and high 

contrast picture books, as well as audio-described DVDs. We also 

offer library programs like a bimonthly book discussion and

Resource Sharing / Interlibrary Loan - Interlibrary Loan & Courier: Statewide resource sharing is a core program of the Department of Libraries (VTLIB). 

Vermont school, academic, and public libraries all participate in interlibrary loan. We have increased participation in the courier program to include 111 

libraries, which includes public, school, and academic libraries. The combination of the courier service and VTLIB’s interlibrary loan software system 

removes barriers between Vermonters and the information they need. With access to millions of books through interlibrary loan, the courier system 

reduces the burden of transportation costs for libraries, allowing the overall library system to better reach its full potential. COVID impacted this program 

significantly in the last fiscal year, but numbers have recovered to approach pre-pandemic levels in late 2021.
