Why a 10% Increase in General Fund Appropriation?
Select Committee Recommendation in 2020 was $48 million
In 2020: 
• 3-Year Average annual CPI 2017-2020 was 1.7%
• Expected cumulative CPI growth was 5.2% for the next 3 years
• Baseline established with this assumption

By 2023: 
• 3-Year Average annual CPI since was 4.9%
• Actual CPI growth is 14.6%
• Difference between expected and actual is 9.6%
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
