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In 2023, Vermont* will spend $426,247 to fund Outright’s work alongside LGBTQ+ youth. Of that, only $60,000, or 14%, will go towards 
transforming our educational spaces across the state. 86% will be invested in mitigating the harm those youth experience on a daily basis. 
 
*Of the $426,247, the majority (74%) is grants awarded to the state by the federal government. $110,000 (26%) comes from direct state dollars.
