By the numbers

* Vermont rated #1 in access to care by Mental Health America
* Network agencies currently serve over 3,000 children and families

* 92% of schools agreed that network agency school-based services
provided a service that was not otherwise available

* 84% of school partners agreed that their students were better able to
access their education because of the services they received
