3 (a) There is created the Central Garage Fund, which shall be used to: 
 

4 (1) to furnish equipment on a rental basis to the districts and other 
 

5 sections of the Agency for construction, maintenance, and operation of 
 

6 highways or other transportation activities; and 
 

7 (2) to provide a general equipment repair and major overhaul service, 
 

8 inclusive of any assets, supplies, labor, or use of contractors necessary to 
 

9 provide that service, as well as to furnish necessary supplies for the operation 
 

10 of the equipment. 
 

11 (b) To In order to maintain a safe, and reliable equipment fleet, the Agency 
 

12 shall use Central Garage Fund monies to acquire new or replacement highway 
 

13 maintenance equipment shall be acquired using Central Garage Fund monies. 
 

14 The Agency is authorized to acquire replacement pieces for existing highway

This is to allow the expenditures of all assets or items necessary for the Central Garage to complete their work. This makes it clear that facilities upgrades (ie. lifts) are an allowed expenses for the Central Garage Fund.
