Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to adopt 6 

miscellaneous proposals to enhance workforce and economic development 7 

opportunities. 8 

An act relating to enhancing workforce and economic development 9 

opportunities 10 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  11 

* * * Education Workforce * * * 12 

Sec. 1.  16 V.S.A. chapter 87, subchapter 6 is added to read: 13 

Subchapter 6.  Forgivable Loan Incentive Programs 14 

§ 2871.  VERMONT TEACHER FORGIVABLE LOAN INCENTIVE  15 

              PROGRAM 16 

(a)  As used in this section: 17 

(1)  “Corporation” means the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation 18 

established in section 2821 of this title. 19 
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(2)  “Eligible individual” means an individual who satisfies the eligibility 1 

requirements under this section for a forgivable loan. 2 

(3)  “Eligible school” means an approved postsecondary education 3 

institution as defined under section 2822 of this title. 4 

(4)  “Forgivable loan” means a loan awarded under this section covering 5 

tuition, which may also include room, board, and the cost of required books 6 

and supplies for up to full-time attendance in an undergraduate or graduate 7 

program at an eligible school. 8 

(5)  “Program” means the Vermont Teacher Forgivable Loan Incentive 9 

Program created under this section. 10 

(b)  The Vermont Teacher Forgivable Loan Incentive Program is created 11 

and shall be administered by the Corporation.  The Program provides 12 

forgivable loans to students enrolled in an eligible school who commit to 13 

working as a teacher in a Vermont public school and who meet the eligibility 14 

requirements in subsection (d) of this section.  The intent of the Program is to 15 

encourage students to enter into teaching professions, with an emphasis on 16 

encouraging Black, Indigenous, and Persons of Color Vermonters, New 17 

Americans, and other historically underrepresented communities in an effort to 18 

diversify the educator workforce. 19 
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(c)  The Corporation shall disburse forgivable loan funds under the Program 1 

on behalf of eligible individuals, subject to the appropriation of funds by the 2 

General Assembly for this purpose. 3 

(d)  To be eligible for a forgivable loan under the Program, an individual, 4 

whether a resident or nonresident of Vermont, shall satisfy all of the following 5 

requirements: 6 

(1)  be enrolled in teaching program at an eligible school; 7 

(2)  maintain good standing at the eligible school at which the individual 8 

is enrolled; 9 

(3)  agree to work as a teacher in Vermont employed directly by a public 10 

school located in Vermont for a minimum of one year following licensure for 11 

each year of forgivable loan awarded; 12 

(4)  have executed a credit agreement or promissory note that will reduce 13 

the individual’s forgivable loan benefit, in whole or in part, pursuant to 14 

subsection (f) of this section, if the individual fails to complete the period of 15 

service required in this subsection; 16 

(5)  have completed the Program’s application form, the Free 17 

Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), and for Vermont residents, the 18 

Vermont grant application each academic year of enrollment in accordance 19 

with a schedule determined by the Corporation; and 20 
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(6)  have provided such other documentation as the Corporation may 1 

require. 2 

(e)  If an eligible individual fails to serve as a teacher in a Vermont public 3 

school for a period that would entitle the individual to the full forgivable loan 4 

benefit received by the individual, other than for good cause as determined by 5 

the Corporation, then the individual shall receive only partial loan forgiveness 6 

for a pro rata portion of the loan pursuant to the terms of the interest-free credit 7 

agreement or promissory note signed by the individual at the time of entering 8 

the Program. 9 

(f)  There shall be no deadline to apply for a forgivable loan under this 10 

section.  Forgivable loans shall be awarded on a rolling basis as long as funds 11 

are available, and any funds remaining at the end of a fiscal year shall roll over 12 

and shall be available to the Corporation in the following fiscal year to award 13 

additional forgivable loans as set forth in this section. 14 

(g)  The Corporation shall adopt policies, procedures, and guidelines 15 

necessary to implement the provisions of this section, including maximum 16 

forgivable loan amounts.  The Corporation shall not use more than seven 17 

percent of the funds appropriated for the Program for its costs of 18 

administration and may recoup its reasonable costs of collecting the forgivable 19 

loans in repayment. 20 
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Sec. 2.  EMERGING PATHWAYS TO TEACHING; REPORT  1 

(a)  Purpose.  The purpose of this section is to encourage and support the 2 

development and retention of qualified and effective Vermont educators.  To 3 

combat the growing educator shortage throughout the State and meet the needs 4 

of Vermont students, it is necessary to invest in nontraditional educator 5 

training programs.   6 

(b)  Grant program.   7 

(1)  Program creation.  In fiscal year 2024, there is established the 8 

Emerging Pathways Grant Program, to be administered by the Agency of 9 

Education, to provide grants to expand support, mentoring, and professional 10 

development to prospective educators seeking licensure through the Agency of 11 

Education’s emerging pathways, including peer review and apprentice 12 

pathways, with the goal of increased program completion rates and increased 13 

rates of licensure of underrepresented demographics.   14 

(2)  Program administration.  The Agency shall adopt policies, 15 

procedures, and guidelines necessary for implementation of the Program 16 

described in subdivision (1) of this subsection. 17 

(3)  Eligibility criteria.  The Agency shall issue grants to organizations, 18 

school districts, or a group of school districts for the development and 19 

administration of programs and program coordinators designed to provide 20 

prospective educators in emerging pathways to teaching with the support 21 
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necessary for successful entry into the educator workforce.  Recruitment, 1 

support, and retention of prospective educator candidates shall  focus on 2 

diversity, equity, and inclusion.  Support provided through the Program may 3 

include: 4 

(A)  support through the Praxis exam process; 5 

(B)  local, educator-led seminars designed around the Vermont 6 

licensure portfolio themes; 7 

(C)  local educator mentors;  8 

(D)  support in completing the peer review portfolio and licensing 9 

process; and  10 

(E)  continued professional development support within the first year 11 

of licensure. 12 

(4)  Report.  On or before January 15, 2024, the Agency of Education 13 

shall report to the Senate and House Committees on Education on the status of 14 

the implementation of the Emerging Pathways Grant Program and a summary 15 

and performance review of the programs to which grants were awarded.  The 16 

report shall include any metrics used in the performance review, the number of 17 

program participants, endorsement areas of participants, feedback from 18 

participants and mentors, and any recommendation for legislative action.   19 
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Sec. 3.  TEACHER LICENSING FEES; SUSPENSION  1 

(a)  Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, peer review 2 

process one-time licensure fee requirements under 16 V.S.A. § 1697(a)(7) are 3 

suspended during fiscal years 2024–2029. 4 

(b)  In fiscal year 2024, the estimated fees that would have been collected 5 

under 16 V.S.A. § 1697(a)(7) shall be accounted for through funds 6 

appropriated to the Agency of Education from the General Fund. 7 

Sec. 4.  EDUCATION WORKFORCE; APPROPRIATIONS 8 

(a)  Notwithstanding 16 V.S.A. § 4025(d), in fiscal year 2024 the amount of 9 

$500,000.00 is appropriated from the Education Fund to the Agency of 10 

Education for the purpose of funding the Emerging Pathways Grant Program 11 

established by Sec. 2 of this act.   12 

(b)  In fiscal year 2024 the amount of $2,500,000.00 is appropriated from 13 

the General Fund to the Vermont Student Assistance Corporation for the 14 

Vermont Teacher Forgivable Loan Incentive Program created in 16 V.S.A. 15 

§ 2871. 16 

Sec. 5.  EDUCATOR WORKFORCE DIVERSITY 17 

(a)  Educator demographics.  In order to understand and improve the 18 

longstanding and well-documented issue of underrepresentation in the 19 

Vermont educator workforce, including underrepresentation of Black, 20 

Indigenous, and Persons of Color; New Americans; and other historically 21 
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underrepresented communities, the Agency of Education shall collect 1 

demographic information from educators and report such information in its 2 

annual teacher and staff full-time equivalencies report.  The Agency shall 3 

submit the educator demographic information section of the report annually to 4 

the General Assembly on or before each January 15.    5 

(b)  Historically Underrepresented Educator Affinity Groups Grant 6 

Program.   7 

(1)  There is created the Historically Underrepresented Educator Affinity 8 

Groups Grant Program for the purpose of providing grants for the support of 9 

existing and the development of new educator affinity groups for historically 10 

underrepresented groups.  The Agency of Education shall administer the 11 

Program.   12 

(2)  The Agency shall adopt policies, procedures, and guidelines 13 

necessary for the implementation of the Program established pursuant to this 14 

subsection (b).   15 

(3)  The sum of $30,000.00 is appropriated from the General Fund to the 16 

Agency of Education in fiscal year 2024 for the purpose of funding the 17 

Historically Underrepresented Educator Affinity Groups Grant Program 18 

created in this subsection (b).   19

Sec. 6.  DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS PROFESSIONAL  2 

             DEVELOPMENT; INTENT; CONTRACT 3 

(a)  It is the intent of the General Assembly to assist the Department of 4 

Corrections to continue and further engage in a professional development 5 

initiative to enhance supervisory effectiveness and strengthen leadership 6 

development within the Department and among its employees.  The 7 

Department’s enhanced supervisory training is part of its effort to address an 8 

employee workforce crisis and strengthen workplace satisfaction. 9 

(b)  The Department of Corrections shall contract or expand an existing 10 

contract with a vendor to provide supervisory and management professional 11 

development services to the Department and among its employees.   12 

(c)  On or before March 15, 2024, the Department and the contracted 13 

vendor shall testify before the House Committee on Corrections and 14 

Institutions about the progress and effectiveness of its professional 15 

development initiative.  The Department shall make management, supervisory, 16 

and frontline staff available to testify. 17 

(d)  In fiscal year 2024, the amount of $500,000.00 is appropriated from the 18 

General Fund to the Department of Corrections for the purpose of contracting 19 

or expanding an existing contract with a vendor to provide supervisory and 20 

management professional development services to the Department’s 21 
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employees in accordance with the Department’s efforts to address an employee 1 

workforce crisis and strengthen workplace satisfaction. 2 

Sec. 7.  28 V.S.A. § 126 is added to read: 3 

§ 126.  DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTIONS; PEER SUPPORT PROGRAM;  4 

            CONFIDENTIALITY 5 

(a)  As used in this section: 6 

(1)  “Department” has the same meaning as in subdivision 3(4) of this 7 

title.  8 

(2)  “Participant” means a Department staff member who has been 9 

involved in a traumatic incident by reason of employment at the Department 10 

and who has agreed to participate in the Department’s peer support program. 11 

(3)  “Peer support” means appropriate support and services offered by a 12 

peer support specialist to a participant. 13 

(4)  “Peer support program” means a program established by the 14 

Department of Corrections to provide appropriate peer support services to 15 

Department staff members. 16 

(5)  “Peer support session” means a peer support program session for a 17 

Department staff member who has been involved in a traumatic incident by 18 

reason of employment at the Department or related to other personal matters. 19 

(6)  “Peer support specialist” means a Department staff member who, by 20 

reason of the staff member’s prior experience, training, or interest, has 21 
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expressed a desire and has been selected to provide appropriate peer support 1 

services to a participant.  2 

(7)  “Staff member” means a supervising officer as defined in 3 

subdivision 3(9) of this title, a correctional officer as defined in subdivision 4 

3(10) of this title, and any other employee of the Department. 5 

(b)(1)  Except as provided in subsection (d) of this section, any 6 

communication made by a participant or peer support specialist in a peer 7 

support session of the peer support program, including any oral or written 8 

information conveyed during a peer support session, shall not be disclosed by 9 

any individual participating in the peer support session.  10 

(2)  Except as provided by subsection (d) of this section, any 11 

communication relating to a peer support session between peer support 12 

specialists, between peer support specialists and participants of the peer 13 

support program, between participants of the peer support program, or between 14 

any other Department staff member, including any oral or written information, 15 

shall not be disclosed by any individual participating in the communication. 16 

(3)  Written communications described in this subsection, such as notes, 17 

records, and reports related to a peer support session, are exempt from public 18 

inspection and copying under the Public Records Act and shall be kept 19 

confidential.  The Public Records Act exemptions created in this section shall 20 
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not be subject to the provisions of 1 V.S.A. § 317(e) (repeal of Public Records 1 

Act exemptions).  2 

(c)  Except as provided by subsection (d) of this section, any 3 

communication made by a participant or peer support specialist in a peer 4 

support session, including any oral or written communication, such as notes, 5 

records, and reports related to the peer support session, shall not be admissible 6 

in a judicial, administrative, or arbitration proceeding.  Limitations on 7 

disclosure imposed by this subsection include disclosure during any discovery 8 

conducted as part of an adjudicatory proceeding.  Limitations on disclosure 9 

imposed by this subsection shall not include knowledge acquired by the 10 

Department or staff members from observations made during the course of 11 

employment or information acquired by the by the Department or staff 12 

members during the course of employment that is otherwise subject to 13 

discovery or introduction into evidence. 14 

(d)(1)  Confidentiality protections described in subsections (b) and (c) of 15 

this section shall only apply to a peer support session conducted by an 16 

individual who has: 17 

(A)  been designated by the Department or the peer support program 18 

to act as a peer support specialist; and  19 

(B)  received and completed training in peer support and providing 20 

emotional and moral support to Department staff members who have been 21 
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involved in emotionally traumatic incidents by reason of their employment or 1 

other personal matters. 2 

(2)  Confidentiality protections described in subsections (b) and (c) of 3 

this section shall not apply to the following information as it pertains to an 4 

individual designated to receive such information in the normal course the 5 

individual’s professional responsibilities: 6 

(A)  any threat of suicide or homicide made by a participant of a peer 7 

support session or any information conveyed in a peer support session relating 8 

to a threat of suicide or homicide; 9 

(B)  any information relating to the abuse of a child or vulnerable 10 

adult, or other information that is required to be reported by law; 11 

(C)  any admission of criminal conduct; or 12 

(D)  any admission of a plan to commit a crime. 13 

(e)  Nothing in this section shall prohibit any communications between peer 14 

support specialists regarding a peer support session or between peer support 15 

specialists and participants of the peer support program.  16 

(f)(1)  The Department shall not be liable for any disclosure made in 17 

violation of this section by an a peer support specialist or participant who 18 

participates in a peer support session. 19 

(2)  A peer support specialist who in good faith provides appropriate peer 20 

support services to a participant of the peer support program shall be immune 21 
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from criminal or civil liability for any injury to the participant unless the peer 1 

support specialist’s conduct constitutes gross negligence, recklessness, or 2 

intentional misconduct.  3

Sec. 8.  VERMONT SERVE, LEARN, AND EARN PROGRAM;  5 

             APPROPRIATION 6 

In fiscal year 2024, the amount of $2,400,000.00 is appropriated from the 7 

General Fund to the Department of Forests, Parks and Recreation to continue 8 

funding through the pilot project the Vermont Serve, Learn, and Earn Program, 9 

which supports workforce development goals through creating meaningful 10 

paid service and learning opportunities for young adults, through the Serve, 11 

Learn, and Earn Partnership made up of the Vermont Youth Conservation 12 

Corps, Vermont Audubon, Vermont Works for Women, and Resource VT.  13 

The Department shall enter into a grant agreement with the Partnership that 14 

specifies the required services and outcomes for the Program. 15

Sec. 9.  ADULT EDUCATION AND LITERACY; APPROPRIATION 17 

In fiscal year 2024 the amount of $1,500,000.00 is appropriated from the 18 

General Fund to the Agency of Education for adult learning services. 19 
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* * * Climate Workforce * * * 1 

Sec. 10.  CLIMATE WORKFORCE EDUCATION CAMPAIGN;  2 

       ADVANCE VERMONT: APPROPRIATION 3 

(a)  Advance Vermont shall create a climate workforce-focused public 4 

education campaign that engages current and prospective employees, Vermont 5 

youth, adults interested in changing careers, and individuals yet to earn a 6 

postsecondary credential, or those who are looking to upskill. 7 

(b)  The campaign shall include: 8 

(1)  targeted external communications to support awareness of climate 9 

pathways in Vermont, including partnership and collaboration with direct 10 

service organizations; 11 

(2)  engagement through workshops, webinars, and trainings; 12 

(3)  information about climate sector career and education pathways 13 

through centralized and easy to access resources, such as MyFutureVT.org and 14 

other websites and applications; and 15 

(4)  video series and other media featuring opportunities with employers 16 

and employee success stories.

subgrant to the Vermont Sustainable Jobs Fund to expand its Business 5 

Coaching program to work with a group of existing energy services businesses 6 

interested in adopting a climate-centered mission and working with trades 7 

persons looking to start their own climate-centered business.  8

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(1)  enhance State websites to simplify registrations and provide a clear 1 

comprehensive, one-stop compilation of other State business requirements, 2 

including permits and licenses; 3 

(2)  implement a data collection component that offers the registrant the 4 

option to self-identify, and make available to the public through the business 5 

search function, demographic information concerning ownership of the 6 

business, including whether the business is woman-owned, veteran-owned, 7 

BIPOC-owned, LGBTQ-owned, or minority-owned; 8 

(3)  simplify the mechanism for making payments to the State by 9 

allowing a person to pay amounts he or she the person owes to the State for 10 

taxes, fees, or other charges to a single recipient within State government; 11 

(3)(4)  simplify annual filing requirements by allowing a person to make 12 

a single filing to a single recipient within State government and check a box if 13 

nothing substantive has changed from the prior year; 14 

(4)(5)  provide guidance, assistance with navigation, and other support to 15 

persons who are forming or operating a small business; 16 

(5)(6)  after registration, provide information about additional and 17 

ongoing State requirements and a point of contact to discuss questions or 18 

explore any assistance needed; 19 
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(6)(7)  provide guidance and information about State and federal 1 

programs and initiatives, as well as State partner organizations and Vermont-2 

based businesses of interest; and 3 

(7)(8)  map communication channels for project updates, including 4 

digital channels such as e-mail, social media, and other communications. 5 

(d)  All State agencies and departments shall designate a single employee or 6 

team of employees who are charged with the duty to provide assistance to the 7 

steering committee upon its request. 8 

(e)  The steering committee shall focus its review on providing services 9 

through the one-stop business portal primarily for the benefit of businesses 10 

with 20 or fewer employees. 11 

(f)  The Agency of Digital Services shall assign a project manager or 12 

business analyst to report directly to the Secretary of State to assist with the 13 

implementation of this act through June 30, 2020 2025 for the purpose of 14 

developing and implementing a one-stop navigable portal for businesses, 15 

entrepreneurs, and citizens to access information about starting a business in 16 

Vermont, and to provide ongoing support to businesses interfacing with State 17 

government. 18
