the Department as a means of documenting a qualifying disability or health

condition that requires:

(1) the applicant’s name, date of birth, and the last four digits of the

applicant’s social security number;
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(2) a description of the applicant’s disability or health condition;

(3) adescription of the risk posed to the applicant’s health, safety, or

welfare if temporary emergency housing is not authorized pursuant to this

section; and

(4) a certification of a health care provider, as defined in 18 V.S.A.

§ 9481, that includes the provider’s credentials, credential number, address,

and phone number.
