Why is Hericium americanum (Hedgehog of the Americas)

a good choice to represent Vermont?

● It looks like things found in 

nature in Vermont and is 

found in nature in Vermont

● It grows on trees in VT 

& has lots of trees 

● It has the name America 

in it! Vermont is in 

America and so is this 

mushroom 

● Chosen by students at two 

Vermont Schools 

● It is native to VT and only 

found in the northeast US



Bear’s Head Tooth is very distinctive, has no toxic lookalikes.

Bear’s Head Tooth can be 

foraged in the woods or 

cultivated at home

It has medicinal qualities. 

Hericium mushrooms have 

been used in traditional 

medicine around the world



State Mushrooms Texas 2021

● Five others have them already.   
● Five states have proposed states mushrooms being considered.
● We could be the 6th state to have a State Mushroom!  

Texas has the Texas Star Mushroom.

Bear’s Head Tooth is common in the Autumn in Vermont.                              It is very rare: it hisses when it releases spores 

My school wanted a mushroom that is more common in Vermont & healthy too.
