Vermont Agricultural Credit Corporation  4 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to make multiple 5 

miscellaneous changes to agricultural statutes.  The bill would amend the 6 

requirements for the Vermont Seeding and Filter Strip Program.  The bill also 7 

would amend the licensing requirements for agricultural warehouses.  In 8 

addition, the bill would amend livestock dealer licensing requirements.  The 9 

bill also amends eligibility requirements for financial assistance from the 10 

Vermont Agricultural Credit Corporation.  11 

An act relating to miscellaneous agricultural subjects 12 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  13

Sec. 1.  6 V.S.A. § 4831 is amended to read: 15 

§ 4831.  VERMONT SEEDING AND FILTER STRIP PROGRAM 16 

(a)  The Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets is authorized to 17 

develop a Vermont Critical Source Area Seeding and Filter Strip Program in 18 

addition to the federal Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program in order to 19 

compensate farmers for establishing and maintaining harvestable perennial 20 
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vegetative grassed waterways and filter strips on agricultural cropland 1 

perpendicular and adjacent to the surface waters of the State, including ditches.  2 

Eligible acreage would include includes annually tilled cropland or a portion of 3 

cropland currently cropped as hay that will not be rotated into an annual crop 4 

for a 10-year period of time.  Acreage that is currently managed as hay shall 5 

have a prior history of rotation as corn or other annual commodity crop. 6 

(b)  Incentive payments from the Agency of Agriculture, Food and Markets 7 

shall be made at the outset of a 10-year grant agreement to establish or 8 

maintain the acreage as harvestable grassed waterway or filter strip. 9 

(c)  The Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets may establish by 10 

procedure financial and technical criteria for the implementation and operation 11 

of the Vermont Critical Source Area Seeding and Filter Strip Program. 12 

(d)  Land enrolled in the Vermont agricultural buffer program shall be 13 

considered to be in “active use” as that term is defined in 32 V.S.A. 14 

§ 3752(15). 15

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Excepting frozen food locker plants, any person, as defined in 9A V.S.A. 1 

§§ 1-201 and 7-102, who stores milk, cream, butter, cheese, eggs, meat, 2 

poultry, and fruit eggs, as that term is defined in chapter 27 of this title, or 3 

produce, as that term is defined in section 851 of this title, for hire in quantities 4 

of 1,000 pounds or more of any commodity shall first be licensed by the 5 

Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets.  Each separate place of business 6 

shall be licensed.

The Secretary shall furnish all forms for applications, licenses, and 14 

bonds.  At the time the application is delivered to the Secretary, the milk 15 

handler shall pay a license application fee of $50.00 for an initial application 16 

and a license fee based on the following table.  For a renewal application, only 17 

the fee in the table applies.  Out-of-state firms shall use the company’s highest 18 

total pounds of milk or dairy products bought, sold, packaged, assembled, 19 

transported, stored, or processed per production day. 20

(3)(6)  “Packer” means a livestock dealer person who is solely involved 1 

in the purchase of livestock for purpose of slaughter at his or her the person’s 2 

own slaughter facility. 3 

(4)(7)  “Person” means any individual, partnership, unincorporated 4 

association, or corporation. 5 

(5)(8)  “Transporter” means a livestock dealer who limits his or her 6 

activity to transporting person who transports livestock for remuneration and 7 

who does not buy or sell livestock.  A transporter cannot buy or sell livestock 8 

and is not required to be bonded.

(a)  The Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets shall may personally or 4 

through the Secretary’s duly authorized agents: 5 

(1)  Survey swamps or other sections within the State suspected of being 6 

mosquito or other biting arthropod breeding areas. 7 

(2)  Map each section so surveyed, indicate all mosquito or other biting 8 

arthropod breeding places and determine methods best adapted for mosquito or 9 

other biting arthropod abatement in the areas by drainage, oiling habitat 10 

modification, or other means. 11 

(3)  Investigate the mosquito or other biting arthropod life history and 12 

habits and determine the species present within the areas, and make any other 13 

studies he or she the Secretary deems necessary to provide useful information 14 

in mosquito or other biting arthropod abatement. 15 

(4)  Make the results of the Secretary’s surveys, investigations, and 16 

studies available to the Department of Health, selectboard members, or mayors 17 

of towns or cities, as the case may be, in which work was done; also upon 18 

request, to any organizations, public or private, or individuals interested in 19 

mosquito or other biting arthropod control surveillance work. 20 
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(5)  Issue or deny permits to any person for the use of larvicides or 1 

pupacides for mosquito control in the waters of the State pursuant to 2 

procedures adopted under 3 V.S.A. chapter 25.  Such procedures shall include 3 

provisions regarding an opportunity for public review and comment on permit 4 

applications.  Persons applying for a permit shall apply on a form provided by 5 

the Agency.  The Secretary shall seek the advice of the Agricultural Innovation 6 

Board when designating acceptable control products and methods for their use 7 

and when adopting or amending procedures for implementing this subsection. 8 

Before issuing a permit under this subsection, the Secretary shall find, after 9 

consultation with the Secretary of the Agency of Natural Resources, that there 10 

is acceptable risk to the nontarget environment and that there is negligible risk 11 

to public health. 12 

(6)  Notwithstanding the provisions of subdivision (5) of this subsection, 13 

when the Commissioner of Health has determined that available information 14 

suggests that an imminent risk to public health exists as a result of a potential 15 

outbreak of West Nile Virus or other serious illness for which mosquitoes are 16 

vectors, the Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets may issue permits for 17 

the use of larvicides or pupacides for mosquito control without prior public 18 

notice or comment. 19 

(b)  Notwithstanding any provisions of law to the contrary, a landowner 20 

may use biological larvicides or pupacides on his or her own land a properly 21 
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registered mosquito control pesticide for mosquito control on the landowner’s 1 

land without obtaining a permit, provided that the biological larvicide or 2 

pupacide is designated Secretary designates it as an acceptable control product 3 

for this purpose by the Secretary and the landowner complies with all 4 

requirements on the label of the product. 5

“Farm 1 

operation” also shall mean means the operation of an agritourism business on a 2 

farm subject to regulation under the Required Agricultural Practices.  “Farm 3 

operation” also means a business that provides specialty services to farmers, 4 

such as foresters, farriers, hoof trimmers, or large animal veterinarians 5 

operating mobile units. 6

(15)  “Resident” means a person who is or will be domiciled in this State 8 

as evidenced by an intent to maintain a principal dwelling place in the State 9 

indefinitely and to return there if temporarily absent, coupled with an act or 10 

acts consistent with that intent, including the filing of a Vermont income tax 11 

return within 18 months of the application for a loan under this chapter. In the 12 

case of a limited liability company, partnership, corporation, or other business 13 

entity, resident means a business entity formed under the laws of Vermont, the 14 

majority of which is owned and operated by Vermont residents who are natural 15 

persons.
