…. shall not apply to a retail establishment that provides a device on premises that converts 

cash, without charging a fee or requiring a minimum deposit amount greater than five dollars, into 

a prepaid card that allows a consumer to complete a transaction at such retail establishment. 

2. Upon request, such device shall provide each consumer with a receipt indicating the 

amount of cash such consumer deposited onto the prepaid card.  

3. Cash deposits onto such a prepaid card shall not be subject to an expiration date and 

there shall be no limit on the number of transactions that may be completed on such prepaid card.
