The Committee on Government Operations to which was referred House 2 

Bill No. 305 entitled “An act relating to professions and occupations regulated 3 

by the Office of Professional Regulation” respectfully reports that it has 4 

considered the same and recommends that the Senate propose to the House that 5

Pharmacy technicians 13 

shall administer immunizations and perform tests for COVID-19 in compliance 14 

and accordance with section 2042a of this title. 15
