(a)  A municipality shall be paid $8.50 per grand list parcel per year from 10 

the Education General Fund to be used only for reappraisal and costs related to 11 

reappraisal of its grand list properties and for maintenance of the grand list. 12

§ 5412.  REDUCTION OF LISTED VALUE AND RECALCULATION OF 15 

              EDUCATION TAX LIABILITY 16 

(a)(1)  If a listed value is reduced as the result of an appeal or court action 17 

made pursuant to section 4461 of this title, a municipality may submit a 18 

request for the Director of Property Valuation and Review to recalculate its 19 

education property tax liability for the education grand list value lost due to a 20 

determination, declaratory judgment, or settlement.  The Director shall 21 
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recalculate the municipality’s education property tax liability for each year at 1 

issue, in accord with the reduced valuation, provided that: 2 

(A)  The reduction in valuation is the result of an appeal under chapter 3 

131 of this title to the Director of Property Valuation and Review or to a court, 4 

with no further appeal available with regard to that valuation, or any judicial 5 

decision with no further right of appeal, or a settlement of either an appeal or 6 

court action if the Director determines that the settlement value is the fair 7 

market value of the parcel.
