(a)  As used in this section, the “health benefit plan,” “registered carrier,” 14 

and “small employer” have the same meanings as in 33 V.S.A. § 1811. 15 

(b)  Notwithstanding any provision of 33 V.S.A. § 1811 to the contrary, for 16 

plan years 2024 and 2025, a registered carrier shall: 17 

(1)  offer separate health benefit plans to individuals and families in the 18 

individual market and to small employers in the small group market; 19

(2)  apply community rating in accordance with 33 V.S.A. § 1811(f) to 1

8 V.S.A. § 4062 separately for the carrier’s individual market and small group 6 

market plans.
