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On or before February 1, 2024, the Departments of Mental Health and of 1 

Disabilities, Aging, and Independent Living shall jointly present the following 2 

information to the House Committee on Human Services and to the Senate 3 

Committee on Health and Welfare:  4 

(1)  a plan for staffing and programming at the forensic facility, 5 

including whether any specialized training will be required for staff members 6 

and whether any services provided at the forensic facility will be contracted to 7 

third parties; 8 

(2)  a plan for the joint management of the forensic facility by the 9 

Departments; and 10 

(3)  whether any additional resources are needed for the operation of the 11 

forensic facility. 12 

Sec. 21.  REPORT; FORENSIC FACILITY 13 

Annually, on or before January 15 between 2025 and 2030, the Departments 14 

of Mental Health and of Disabilities, Aging, and Independent Living shall 15 

jointly submit a report to the House Committee on Human Services and to the 16 

Senate Committee on Health and Welfare containing: 17 

(1)  the average daily census at the forensic facility, including trends 18 

over time;  19
