§ 1392. Gross weight limits on highways

Except as provided in section 1400 of this title, a person or corporation shall not
operate or cause to be operated a motor vehicle in excess of the total weight, including
vehicle, object, or contrivance and load, of:

(1) 16,000 pounds upon any bridge with a wood floor, wood subfloor, or wood
stringers on a class 3 or 4 town highway or 20,000 pounds on a bridge with wood floor,
wood subfloor, or wood stringers on a class 1 or 2 town highway unless otherwise posted
by the selectboard of such town.

(2) 24,000 pounds, upon a class 2, 3, or 4 town highway or bridge with other than
wood floor, in any town or incorporated village.
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
