Sec. 1.  TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM ADOPTED; DEFINITIONS;  8 

             TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS 9 

(a)  Adoption.  The Agency of Transportation’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2024 10 

Transportation Program appended to the Agency of Transportation’s proposed 11 

fiscal year 2024 budget (Revised January 27, 2023), as amended by this act, is 12 

adopted to the extent federal, State, and local funds are available.   13 

(b)  Definitions.  As used in this act, unless otherwise indicated:  14 

(1)  “Agency” means the Agency of Transportation. 15 

(2)  “Candidate project” means a project approved by the General 16 

Assembly that is not anticipated to have significant expenditures for 17 

preliminary engineering or right-of-way expenditures, or both, during the 18 

budget year and funding for construction is not anticipated within a predictable 19 

time frame. 20 
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(3)  “Development and evaluation (D&E) project” means a project 1 

approved by the General Assembly that is anticipated to have preliminary 2 

engineering expenditures or right-of-way expenditures, or both, during the 3 

budget year and that the Agency is committed to delivering to construction on 4 

a timeline driven by priority and available funding. 5 

(4)  “Front-of-book project” means a project approved by the General 6 

Assembly that is anticipated to have construction expenditures during the 7 

budget year or the following three years, or both, with expected expenditures 8 

shown over four years. 9 

(5)  “Secretary” means the Secretary of Transportation. 10 

(6)  “TIB funds” means monies deposited in the Transportation 11 

Infrastructure Bond Fund in accordance with 19 V.S.A. § 11f. 12 

(7)  The table heading “As Proposed” means the Proposed 13 

Transportation Program referenced in subsection (a) of this section; the table 14 

heading “As Amended” means the amendments as made by this act; the table 15 

heading “Change” means the difference obtained by subtracting the “As 16 

Proposed” figure from the “As Amended” figure; the terms “change” or 17 

“changes” in the text refer to the project- and program-specific amendments, 18 

the aggregate sum of which equals the net “Change” in the applicable table 19 

heading; and “State” in any tables amending authorizations indicates that the 20 
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source of funds is State monies in the Transportation Fund, unless otherwise 1 

specified. 2

Sec. 2.  FISCAL YEAR 2024 TRANSPORTATION INVESTMENTS 7 

             INTENDED TO REDUCE TRANSPORTATION-RELATED 8 

             GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS, REDUCE FOSSIL FUEL 9 

             USE, AND SAVE VERMONT HOUSEHOLDS MONEY 10 

This act includes the State’s fiscal year 2024 transportation investments 11 

intended to reduce transportation-related greenhouse gas emissions, reduce 12 

fossil fuel use, and save Vermont households money in furtherance of the 13 

policies articulated in 19 V.S.A. § 10b and the goals of the Comprehensive 14 

Energy Plan and the Vermont Climate Action Plan and to satisfy the Executive 15 

and Legislative Branches’ commitments to the Paris Agreement climate goals.  16 

In fiscal year 2024, these efforts will include the following: 17 

(1)  Park and Ride Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year 18 

expenditure of $2,266,045.00, which will fund one construction project to 19 

create a new park-and-ride facility; the design and construction of 20 

improvements to one existing park-and-ride facility; the design of 21 
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improvements to one existing park-and-ride facility scheduled for construction 1 

in future fiscal years; and paving projects for existing park-and-ride facilities.  2 

This year’s Park and Ride Program will create 202 new State-owned spaces.  3 

Specific additions and improvements include: 4 

(A)  Manchester—construction of 50 new spaces;  5 

(B)  Sharon—design for 10 new spaces; and 6 

(C)  Williston—construction of 142 new spaces. 7 

(2)  Bike and Pedestrian Facilities Program.   8 

(A)  This act provides for a fiscal year expenditure, including local 9 

match, of $13,039,521.00, which will fund 33 bike and pedestrian construction 10 

projects; 18 bike and pedestrian design, right-of-way, or design and right-of 11 

way projects for construction in future fiscal years; 15 scoping studies; and 12 

three projects to improve signage.  The construction projects include the 13 

creation, improvement, or rehabilitation of walkways, sidewalks, shared-use 14 

paths, bike paths, and cycling lanes.  Projects are funded in Arlington, 15 

Bennington, Berlin, Bethel, Brattleboro, Bristol, Burke, Burlington, Castleton, 16 

Chester, Coventry, Dorset, Dover, Enosburg Falls, Fair Haven, Fairfax, 17 

Franklin, Hartford, Hartland, Hinesburg, Jericho, Lyndonville, Middlebury, 18 

Middlesex, Montpelier, Moretown, New Haven, Newfane, Newport City, 19 

Northfield, Pawlet, Proctor, Richford, Royalton, Rutland City, Rutland Town, 20 

Shaftsbury, Shelburne, South Burlington, South Hero, Springfield, St. Albans 21 
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City, St. Albans Town, Sunderland, Swanton, Tunbridge, Vergennes, 1 

Wallingford, Waterbury, West Rutland, and Wilmington.  This act also 2 

provides funding for: 3 

(i)  some of Local Motion’s operation costs to run the Bike Ferry 4 

on the Colchester Causeway, which is part of the Island Line Trail;  5 

(ii)  the small-scale municipal bicycle and pedestrian grant 6 

program for projects to be selected during the fiscal year;  7 

(iii)  projects funded through the Safe Routes to School program; 8 

(iv)  education and outreach to K–8 schools to encourage higher 9 

levels of walking and bicycling to school; and 10 

(v)  community grants along the Lamoille Valley Rail Trail 11 

(LVRT).   12 

(B)  Sec. 5 of this act also creates the Rail Trail Community 13 

Connectivity Grants, with the purpose to continue the build out and 14 

enhancement of LVRT amenities and improve visitor experience. 15 

(3)  Transportation Alternatives Program.  This act provides for a fiscal 16 

year expenditure of $5,195,346.00, including local funds, which will fund 22 17 

transportation alternatives construction projects; 19 transportation alternatives 18 

design, right-of-way, or design and right-of-way projects; and seven studies, 19 

including scoping, historic preservation, and connectivity.  Of these 48 20 

projects, 16 involve environmental mitigation related to clean water or 21 
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stormwater concerns, or both clean water and stormwater concerns, and 29 1 

involve bicycle and pedestrian facilities.  Projects are funded in Bennington, 2 

Brandon, Bridgewater, Bristol, Burke, Burlington, Colchester, Derby, 3 

Duxbury, Enosburg, Fair Haven, Fairfax, Franklin, Hartford, Hinesburg, Hyde 4 

Park, Jericho, Johnson, Killington, Mendon, Milton, Montgomery, Moretown, 5 

Newfane, Norwich, Proctor, Putney, Rockingham, Rutland City, South 6 

Burlington, Stowe, Swanton, Tinmouth, Vergennes, Wardsboro, Warren, West 7 

Rutland, Williston, Wilmington, and Winooski. 8 

(4)  Public Transit Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year 9 

expenditure of $48,795,330.00 for public transit uses throughout the State.  10 

Included in the authorization are: 11 

(A)  Go! Vermont, with an authorization of $405,000.00.  This 12 

authorization supports transportation demand management (TDM) strategies, 13 

including the State’s Trip Planner and commuter services, to promote the use 14 

of carpools and vanpools. 15 

(B)  Mobility and Transportation Innovations (MTI) Grant Program, 16 

with an authorization of $500,000.00.  This authorization continues to support 17 

projects that improve both mobility and access to services for transit-dependent 18 

Vermonters, reduce the use of single-occupancy vehicles, and reduce 19 

greenhouse gas emissions. 20 
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(5)  Rail Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year expenditure of 1 

$43,008,320.00, including local funds, for intercity passenger rail service and 2 

rail infrastructure throughout the State, including the recent addition of New 3 

York City–Burlington passenger rail service. 4 

(6)  Transformation of the State Vehicle Fleet.  The Department of 5 

Buildings and General Services, which manages the State Vehicle Fleet, 6 

currently has 21 plug-in hybrid electric vehicles and 13 battery electric 7 

vehicles in the State Vehicle Fleet.  In fiscal year 2024, the Commissioner of 8 

Buildings and General Services will continue to purchase and lease vehicles 9 

for State use in accordance with 29 V.S.A. § 903(g), which requires, to the 10 

maximum extent practicable, that the Commissioner purchase or lease hybrid 11 

or plug-in electric vehicles (PEVs), as defined in 23 V.S.A. § 4(85), with not 12 

less than 75 percent of the vehicles purchased or leased be hybrid or plug-in 13 

electric vehicles.   14 

(7)  Electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE).  This act provides for a 15 

fiscal year expenditure of $7,625,000.00 to increase the presence of EVSE in 16 

Vermont in accordance with the State’s federally approved National Electric 17 

Vehicle Infrastructure (NEVI) Plan, which will lead to the installation of 18 

Direct Current Fast Charging (DC/FC) along designated alternative fuel 19 

corridors.  This is in addition to monies that were previously appropriated, but 20 
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not yet expended, for EVSE at multiunit dwellings, workplaces, and public 1 

venues and attractions.  2 

(8)  Vehicle incentive programs and expansion of the PEV market.   3 

(A)  Incentive Program for New PEVs, MileageSmart, and Replace 4 

Your Ride Program.  No additional monies are authorized for the State’s 5 

vehicle incentive programs in this act, but it is estimated that approximately the 6 

following prior appropriations will be available in fiscal year 2024: 7 

(i)  $8,200,000.00 for the Incentive Program for New PEVs; 8 

(ii)  $2,250,000.00 for MileageSmart; and 9 

(iii)  $3,200,000.00 for the Replace Your Ride Program. 10 

(B)  Electrify Your Fleet Program.  Sec. 17 of this act creates the 11 

Electrify Your Fleet Program, which will provide incentives to Vermont 12 

municipalities and business entities in Vermont that maintain a fleet of motor 13 

vehicles to incentivize a transition to PEVs and reduce greenhouse gas 14 

emissions, including a limited number of increased incentives to nonprofit 15 

mobility services organizations, and authorizes $500,000.00 in incentives 16 

under the Electrify Your Fleet Program.  17 

(C)  eBike Incentive Program.  Sec. 18 of this act authorizes an 18 

additional $50,000.00 in incentives under the eBike Incentive Program. 19 

(9)  Carbon Reduction Formula Program and Promoting Resilient 20 

Operations for Transformative, Efficient, and Cost-Saving Transportation 21 
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(PROTECT) Formula Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year expenditure 1 

of $12,771,029.00 in State and federal monies under the Carbon Reduction 2 

Formula Program and the PROTECT Formula Program.  3

(b)  Purpose.  The purpose of the Rail Trail Community Connectivity 17 

Grants is to continue the build-out and enhancement of Lamoille Valley Rail 18 

Trail (LVRT) amenities and improve visitor experience, which shall be 19 

consistent with the priorities outlined in the recently completed LVRT 20 

Management Plan. 21 
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(c)  Eligible projects.  Projects may include trail infrastructure 1 

improvements, such as trailheads, picnic areas, kiosks, and connections to 2 

towns; signage; and interpretive panel installations. 3 

(d)  Match.  Grant recipients shall be required to provide a 20 percent match 4 

toward any projects that are awarded a grant. 5 

* * * State Airports * * * 6 

Sec. 5a.  SALE OR LEASE OF CALEDONIA COUNTY STATE AIRPORT 7 

(a)  The Agency of Transportation is authorized to solicit proposals for the 8 

purchase or lease of the Caledonia County State Airport, located in the Town 9 

of Lyndon, and the Agency shall consult with the Town of Lyndon on any 10 

requests for proposals related to the purchase or lease of the Airport prior to 11 

the issuance of any requests for proposals related to the purchase or lease of 12 

the Airport. 13 

(b)  Subject to obtaining any necessary approvals from the U.S. Federal 14 

Aviation Administration, the Vermont Secretary of Transportation, as agent for 15 

the State, is authorized to convey the Airport property by warranty deed 16 

according to the terms of a purchase and sale agreement or through a long-term 17 

lease.   18 

(c)  Any such conveyance shall: 19 

(1)  include assignment of the State’s interest in easements, leases, 20 

licenses, and other agreements pertaining to the Airport and the acceptance of 21 
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the State’s obligations under such easements, leases, licenses, and other 1 

agreements that requires, at a minimum, that any leases that are in effect at the 2 

time of the conveyance of the Airport are fully honored for the balance of the 3 

lease term; 4 

(2)  ensure that there are investments in the Airport to address current 5 

deficiencies and necessary repairs;  6 

(3)  ensure that the Airport continues to be a public-use airport and that 7 

the public continues to have access to the Airport for general aviation uses in 8 

perpetuity;  9 

(4)  ensure that the Airport continues to be identified as a public-use 10 

airport within the National Plan of Integrated Airport Systems until at least 11 

2050, subject to federal determination; and 12 

(5)  include, if the Airport is conveyed through a purchase and sale 13 

agreement, a right of first refusal for the State to repurchase the Airport if the 14 

Airport is ever resold.   15 

(d)  The Agency shall not proceed with a sale or lease of the Airport unless: 16 

(1)  there is a fair market value offer, as required under 19 V.S.A. 17 

§ 10k(b) or 26a(a), that meets the requirements of subsection (c) of this 18 

section; and 19 

(2)  the Town of Lyndon is given the opportunity to review and comment 20 

on the final purchase and sale agreement or lease as applicable. 21 
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(e)  This section shall constitute specific prior approval, including of any 1 

sale or lease terms, by the General Assembly for purposes of 5 V.S.A. § 204. 2

(a)  There is created the Central Garage Fund, which shall be used to: 11 

(1)  to furnish equipment on a rental basis to the districts and other 12 

sections of the Agency for construction, maintenance, and operation of 13 

highways or other transportation activities; and 14 

(2)  to provide a general equipment repair and major overhaul service, 15 

inclusive of any assets, supplies, labor, or use of contractors necessary to 16 

provide that service, as well as to furnish necessary supplies for the operation 17 

of the equipment. 18 

(b)  To In order to maintain a safe, and reliable equipment fleet, the Agency 19 

shall use Central Garage Fund monies to acquire new or replacement highway 20 

maintenance equipment shall be acquired using Central Garage Fund monies.

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The Agency is authorized to acquire replacement pieces for existing highway 1 

equipment or new, additional equipment equivalent to equipment already 2 

owned; however, the Agency shall not increase the total number of 3 

permanently assigned or authorized motorized or self-propelled vehicles 4 

without approval by the General Assembly.

(2)  Each fiscal year, the sum of the following shall be appropriated from 15

(A)  the amount transferred pursuant to subdivision (1) of this 18 

subsection (c); 19 

(B)  the amount of the equipment depreciation expense from the prior 20 

fiscal year; and 21 
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(C)  the amount of the net equipment sales from the prior fiscal year. 1 

(d)  In each fiscal year, net income of the Fund earned during that fiscal 2 

year shall be retained in the Fund. 3 

(e)  For the purposes of computing net worth and net income, the fiscal year 4 

shall be the year ending June 30. 5 

(f)  As used in this section, “equipment” means registered motor vehicles 6 

and highway maintenance equipment assigned to necessary assets required by 7 

the Central Garage in order to fulfill the objectives established in subsection 8

filing status is surviving spouse with an adjusted gross income under the laws 17

(b)  Except in the case of projects or project components involving unpaved 4

(3)  are sensitive to the surrounding community, including current and 12 

planned buildings, parks, and trails and current and expected transportation 13 

needs.

§ 2403.  PROJECTS NOT INCORPORATING COMPLETE STREETS  15

streets principles unless the project manager makes a written determination, 18

The written determinations 17 

required by subsections (a) and (b) of this section shall be posted to a web page 18 

on the Agency of Transportation’s website dedicated to complete streets, in the 19 

case of a State-managed project, and made available for public inspection at 20 

the office of the municipal clerk, in the case of a municipally managed project. 21

conduct a survey of municipal support for the creation of a bicycle corridor—20
