Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to make 9 

miscellaneous changes to laws related to motor vehicles and vessels. 10 

An act relating to miscellaneous changes to laws related to the Department 11 

of Motor Vehicles, motor vehicles, and vessels 12 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  13

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part of or incidental to such business, repair such vehicles or motorboats, sell 1 

parts and accessories, or lease or rent such vehicles or motorboats.  “Dealer” 2 

shall does not include a finance or auction dealer or a transporter. 3 

(ii)(I)  For a dealer in new or used cars or motor trucks, “engaged 4 

in the business” means having sold or exchanged at least 12 cars or motor 5 

trucks, or a combination thereof, in the immediately preceding year, or 24 in 6 

the two immediately preceding years. 7 

(II)  For a dealer in snowmobiles, motorboats, or all-terrain 8 

vehicles, “engaged in the business” means having sold or exchanged at least 9 

one snowmobile, motorboat, or all-terrain vehicle, respectively, in the 10 

immediately preceding year or two in the two immediately preceding years. 11 

(III)  For a dealer in trailers, semi-trailers, or trailer coaches, 12 

“engaged in the business” means having sold or exchanged at least one trailer, 13 

semi-trailer, or trailer coach in the immediately preceding year or a 14 

combination of two such vehicles in the two immediately preceding years. 15 

However, the sale or exchange of a trailer with a gross vehicle weight rating of 16 

3,500 pounds or less shall be excluded under this subdivision (III). 17 

(IV)  For a dealer in motorcycles or motor-driven cycles, 18 

“engaged in the business” means having sold or exchanged at least one 19 

motorcycle or motor-driven cycle in the immediately preceding year or a 20 

combination of two such vehicles in the two immediately preceding years. 21

(i)  a person engaged in the business of delivering vehicles of a 3 

type required to be registered from a manufacturing, assembling, or 4 

distributing plant to dealers or sales agents of a manufacturer; 5 

(ii)  a person regularly engaged in the business of towing trailer 6 

coaches, owned by them or temporarily in their custody, on their own wheels 7

(2)  motorboats with a fixed fire extinguisher system in the machinery 7 

space and that are: 8 

(A)  less than 26 feet in length, no extinguishers required; 9 

(B)  26 feet or longer but less than 40 feet, not less than one 10 

extinguisher; and 11 

(B)(C)  40 feet or longer, not less than two extinguishers. 12 

(d)  Notwithstanding subsection (c) of this section, motorboats less than 26 13 

feet in length, propelled by outboard motors, and not carrying passengers for 14 

hire need not carry portable fire extinguishers if the construction of the boats 15 

will not permit the entrapment of explosive or flammable gases or vapors. 16 

(e)(1)  The extinguishers referred to by this section are class B-I or 5-B 17 

extinguishers, but one class B-II or 20-B extinguisher may be substituted for 18 

two class B-I or 5-B extinguishers. 19 

(2)  Notwithstanding subdivision (1) of this subsection, motorboats with 20 

a model year between 1953 and 2017 with previously approved fire 21 
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extinguishers that are not in compliance with the types identified in subdivision 1 

(1) of this subsection need not be replaced until such time as they are no longer 2 

in good and serviceable condition. 3 

(e)(f)  Every marine toilet on board any vessel operated on the waters of the 4 

State shall also incorporate or be equipped with a holding tank.  Any holding 5 

tank or marine toilet designed so as to provide for an optional means of 6 

discharge to the waters on which the vessel is operating shall have the 7 

discharge openings sealed shut and any discharge lines, pipes, or hoses shall be 8 

disconnected and stored while the vessel is in the waters of this State. 9 

(f)(g)  Nothing in this section shall be construed to prevent the discharge of 10 

adequately treated wastes from any vessel operating under the provisions of a 11 

valid discharge permit issued by the Department of Environmental 12 

Conservation. 13 

(g)(h)  Motorboats operated on waters that the U.S. Coast Guard has 14 

determined to be navigable waters of the United States and therefore subject to 15 

the jurisdiction of the United States must have lights and other safety 16 

equipment as required by U.S. Coast Guard rules and regulations.  17
