• Only state committed to get fiber to every on-grid address
• 6/10 CUDs currently connecting previously underserved 

homes
• 800 miles built (approximately 15% of total)
• $229 million federal allocation for BEAD (about $100 

million more than expected)
• Submitted BEAD plans for approval
• Draft Digital Equity Plan out for public comment

Match Needed for BEAD Program
the federal 

• Competitive program open to for-profits, non-profits, utilities, 

municipalities, co-ops

• BEAD Program has a 25% match gating requirement. 

• Barriers to participation for public entities, small operators, and 

new market entities (CUDs) that are serving the least dense/least 

profitable addresses

• Goal of the VCBB/Act 71 and BEAD is Universal Service.

Achieving this requires ensuring that any ISP, CUD, or town can 

compete for a BEAD grant.



VT BEAD Program

• $229 million

• Requires a 25% match = $57.25 million in 
additional funds

• Returning the $20M is essential to achieve 
Universal Service for unserved regions.
