* Private right of action

* Limits exemptions to information covered by
federal privacy laws rather than entire entities

* General opt-out for data brokers
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Strengthening H121: Data Minimization

Problem we’re aiming to fix from CT model:

Allows companies to continue collecting whatever
personal data they want, and using and sharing it
however they want, as long as put It in a privacy

policy
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Strengthening H121: Data Minimization

* Require that businesses only collect, use, or transfer
personal data that is reasonably necessary to deliver
the product or service the consumer requested

* Standard should be higher for sensitive data, such as
location, health, and data about minors — then it must
be strictly necessary and not used for advertising.

* This better aligns business’ data practices with what
consumers expect.
