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TO THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES: 1 

The Committee on Environment and Energy to which was referred House 2 

Bill No. 687 entitled “An act relating to community resilience and biodiversity 3 

protection through land use” respectfully reports that it has considered the 4 

same and recommends that the bill be amended by striking out all after the 5 

enacting clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 6 

* * * Act 250 * * * 7 

Sec. 1.  PURPOSE 8 

The purpose of this act is to further assist the State in achieving the 9 

conservation vision and goals for the State established in 10 V.S.A. §  2802 10 

and 24 V.S.A. § 4302.  It provides a regulatory framework that supports the 11 

vision for Vermont of human and natural community resilience and 12 

biodiversity protection in the face of climate change, as described in 2023 Acts 13 

and Resolves No. 59.  It would strengthen the administration of the Act 250 14 

program by changing the structure, function, and name of the Natural 15 

Resources Board.  It requires that appeals of Act 250 permit decisions be heard 16 

by a five-member board called the Environmental Review Board.  The 17 

Environmental Division of the Superior Court would continue to hear the other 18 

types of cases within its jurisdiction.  The Environmental Review Board would 19 

retain the current duties of the Natural Resources Board in addition to hearing 20 

appeals, reviewing applications for the planned growth area designation, 21 
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review the future land use maps of regional plans, and review the maps that 1 

establish the rural and working lands areas.  The Board would provide 2 

oversight, management, and training to the Act 250 program staff and District 3 

Commissions and develop Act 250 program policy through permit decisions 4 

and rulemaking.  This change would allow the Act 250 program to be a more 5 

citizen-friendly process.  The structure established under this act would be 6 

used to guide State financial investment in infrastructure. 7 

Sec. 2.  10 V.S.A. § 6000 is added to read: 8 

§ 6000.  PURPOSE; CONSTRUCTION 9 

The purposes of this chapter are to protect and conserve the environment of 10 

the State and to support the achievement of the goals of the Capability and 11 

Development Plan, of 24 V.S.A. § 4302(c), and of the conservation vision and 12 

goals for the State established in section 2802 of this title, while supporting 13 

equitable access to infrastructure. 14 

Sec. 3.  10 V.S.A. § 6021 is amended to read: 15 

§ 6021.  BOARD; VACANCY,; REMOVAL 16 

(a)  A Natural Resources Board established.  The Environmental Review 17 

Board is created to administer the Act 250 program and hear appeals.   18 

(1)  The Board shall consist of five members appointed by the Governor, 19 

after review and approval by the Environmental Review Board Nominating 20 

Committee in accordance with subdivision (2) of this subsection and 21 
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confirmed with the advice and consent of the Senate, so that one appointment 1 

expires in each year.  The Chair shall be a full-time position, and the other four 2 

members shall be half-time positions.  In making these appointments, the 3 

Governor and the Senate shall give consideration to candidates who have 4 

experience, expertise, or skills relating to the environment or land use one or 5 

more of the following areas:  environmental science, natural resources law and 6 

policy, land use planning, community planning, or environmental justice. 7 

(A)  The Governor shall appoint a chair of the Board, a position that 8 

shall be a full-time position.  The Governor shall ensure Board membership 9 

reflects, to the extent possible, the racial, ethnic, gender, and geographic 10 

diversity of the State.  The Board shall not contain two members who reside in 11 

the same county. 12 

(B)  Following initial appointments, the members, except for the 13 

Chair, shall be appointed for terms of four five years.  All terms shall begin on 14 

July 1 and expire on June 30.  A member may continue serving until a 15 

successor is appointed.  The initial appointments shall be for staggered terms 16 

of one year, two years, three years, four years, and five years. 17 

(2)  The Governor shall appoint up to five persons, with preference given 18 

to former Environmental Board, Natural Resources Board, or District 19 

Commission members, with the advice and consent of the Senate, to serve as 20 

alternates for Board members.  21 
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(A)  Alternates shall be appointed for terms of four years, with initial 1 

appointments being staggered The Environmental Review Board Nominating 2 

Committee shall advertise the position when a vacancy will occur on the 3 

Environmental Review Board. 4 

(B)  The Chair of the Board may assign alternates to sit on specific 5 

matters before the Board in situations where fewer than five members are 6 

available to serve The Nominating Committee shall review the applicants to 7 

determine which are well qualified for appointment to the Board and shall 8 

recommend those candidates to the Governor.  The names of candidates shall 9 

be confidential. 10 

(C)  The Governor shall appoint, with the advice and consent of the 11 

Senate, a chair and four members of the Board from the list of well-qualified 12 

candidates sent to the Governor by the Committee. 13 

(b)  Any vacancy occurring in the membership of the Board shall be filled 14 

by the Governor for the unexpired portion of the term Terms; vacancy; 15 

succession.  The term of each appointment subsequent to the initial 16 

appointments described in subsection (a) of this section shall be five years.  17 

Any appointment to fill a vacancy shall be for the unexpired portion of the 18 

term vacated.  A member may seek reappointment by informing the Governor.  19 

If the Governor decides not to reappoint the member, the Nominating 20 

Committee shall advertise the vacancy. 21 
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(c)  Removal.  Notwithstanding the provisions of 3 V.S.A. § 2004, members 1 

shall only be removable for cause only, except the Chair, who shall serve at the 2 

pleasure of the Governor by the remaining members of the Board in 3 

accordance with the Vermont Administrative Procedures Act.  The Board shall 4 

adopt rules pursuant to 3 V.S.A. chapter 25 to define the basis and process for 5 

removal. 6 

(d)  Disqualified members.  The Chair of the Board, upon request of the 7 

Chair of a District Commission, may appoint and assign former Commission 8 

members to sit on specific Commission cases when some or all of the regular 9 

members and alternates of the District Commission are disqualified or 10 

otherwise unable to serve.  If necessary to achieve a quorum, the Chair of the 11 

Board may appoint a member of a District Commission who has not work on 12 

the case to sit on a specific case before the Board. 13 

(e)  Retirement from office.  When a Board member who hears all or a 14 

substantial part of a case retires from office before the case is completed, the 15 

member may remain a member of the Board, at the member’s discretion, for 16 

the purpose of concluding and deciding that case and signing the findings and 17 

judgments involved.  A retiring chair shall also remain a member for the 18 

purpose of certifying questions of law if a party appeals to the Supreme Court. 19 

For the service, the member shall receive a reasonable compensation to be 20 
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fixed by the remaining members of the Board and necessary expenses while on 1 

official business. 2

(1)  When a vacancy occurs, the Committee shall review applicants to 11 

determine which are well qualified for the Board and submit those names to 12 

the Governor.  The Committee shall submit to the Governor a summary of the 13 

qualifications and experience of each candidate whose name is submitted to the 14 

Governor together with any further information relevant to the matter.   15

(C)  Work ethic.  A candidate shall demonstrate diligence. 13 

(D)  Availability.  A candidate shall have adequate time to dedicate to 14

(B)  Planned Growth Areas.  These areas include the densest existing 8 

settlement and future growth areas with the highest concentrations of 9 

population, housing, and employment in each region and town, as appropriate.  10 

They include a mix of commercial, residential, and civic or cultural sites with 11 

active streetscapes, supported by land development regulations, public water, 12 

wastewater, or both, and multi-modal transportation systems.  These areas 13 

include new town centers, downtowns, village centers, growth centers, and 14 

neighborhood development areas previously designated under chapter 76A of 15 

this title.

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(ii)  This area is served by municipal water or wastewater 1 

infrastructure as defined in section 4303 of this title. 2 

(iii)  The area is generally within walking distance from the 3 

municipality’s or an adjacent municipality’s downtown, village center, new 4 

town center or growth center. 5 

(iv)  The area excludes identified flood hazard and fluvial erosion 6 

areas, except those areas containing preexisting development in areas suitable 7 

for infill development as defined in section 29-201 of the Vermont Flood 8 

Hazard Area and River Corridor Rule. 9 

(v)  The municipal plan indicates that this area is intended for 10 

higher density residential and mixed-use development. 11 

(vi)  The area provides for housing that meets the needs of a 12 

diversity of social and income groups in the community. 13 

(vii)  The area is served by planned or existing transportation 14 

infrastructure that conforms with “complete streets” principles as described 15 

under 19 V.S.A. § 309d and establishes pedestrian access directly to the 16 

downtown, village center, or new town center.  Planned transportation 17 

infrastructure includes those investments included in the municipality’s capital 18 

improvement program. 19 

(C)  Village Areas.  These areas include the traditional settlement 20 

area or a proposed new settlement area, typically comprised of a cohesive mix 21 
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of residential, civic, religious, commercial, and mixed-use buildings, arranged 1 

along a main street and intersecting streets that are within walking distance for 2 

residents who live within and surrounding the core.  Village Areas shall have 3 

one of the following:  municipal water, wastewater, or land development 4 

regulations.  If no municipal wastewater is available, the area must have soils 5 

that are adequate for wastewater disposal.  They provide some opportunity for 6 

infill development or new development areas where the village can grow and 7 

be flood resilient.  These areas include existing village center designations and 8 

similar areas statewide, but this area is larger than the Village Center 9 

designation.

The intent of this land use category is to transform these areas into higher-5 

density, mixed-use settlements, or residential neighborhoods through infill and 6 

redevelopment or new development.

These areas include large-12 

scale resource-based, recreational facilities, often concentrated around ski 13 

resorts, lakeshores, or concentrated trail networks, that may provide 14 

infrastructure, jobs, or housing to support recreational activities.

funding; 17 

(5)  certain housing appeal limitations under chapter 117 of this title; 18 

(6)  authority for the municipal legislative body to lower speed limits to 19 

less than 25 mph within the Neighborhood; 20 
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(7)  State wastewater application fee capped at $50.00 for residential 1 

development under 3 V.S.A. § 2822(j)(4)(D); and 2 

(8)  exclusion from the land gains tax provided by 32 V.S.A. § 10002(p). 3 

§ 5805.  TRANSITION 4 

On or before June 30, 2026, the regional planning commissions shall update 5 

the regional plan future land use maps to delineate Downtown or Village 6 

Centers, Planned Growth Areas, which may encompass a Downtown Center 7 

and Village Center, and Village Areas.  Notwithstanding other provisions in 8 

this chapter, new applications for designation under the prior chapter 76A 9 

framework shall end upon approval of a regional plan future land use map by 10 

the ERB.
