Center for Restorative Justice (CRJ) is a non-profit community justice agency serving Bennington County,

Restorative people and adults take an active role in becoming positive, contributing members of their community.

. CRJ’s program continuum begins with early intervention programming in schools and Pre-Arraignment
J ustice Programs through to Post-Arraignment and community reentry programs. CRJ serves over 1,600 people

each year and helps create safe communities.
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CRJ receives funding from Vermont’s Dept. of Corrections, Dept. for Children and Families, & Attorney General’s Office.

In addition, CRJ has contracts with schools throughout Bennington County and receives funding support from towns, donations & private grants. (Jan. 2024)
