Does this merely mean counseling on best practices for
safe sex or abstinence to prevent STI?

No need to put that into a bill

Vaccines are considered ‘preventative measures’
because they are given to healthy people (vs a treatment
for a disease that is already affecting function)

They come with risks like any other pharmaceutical
product and therefore have laws requiring parental
informed consent

Vaccines marketed as “prevention for sexually
transmitted infections” right now include 3 doses each
of Hep B and HPV vaccines - - and there are a slew of
NEW vaccines "in the pipeline”

Vermont Informed Consent

18 V.S.A. § 9701 (17)

(17) “Informed consent” means the consent given voluntarily by an
individual with capacity, on his or her own behalf or on behalf of
another in the role of an agent, guardian, or surrogate, after being fully
informed of the nature, benefits, risks, and consequences of the
proposed health care, alternative health care, and no health care.
