Religiously motivated, anti-abortion non-profit
organizations that function as the backbone of the anti-

Disguising their political and religious motivations
Implying that they offer abortions when they do not
Opening near abortion clinics or in former abortion clinics
Peddling false medical information




CPCs increase & abortion clinics decrease
