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Screening and Care Management

Agency of Human Services cross-departmental teams began working with households in the hotels/motels in October
2022.

Many of the households originally screened or with shared care plans are no longer in the hotel/motel system.

In order to supplement AHS staff and ensure timely screening and care planning, AHS contracted with Rescue Inc.
They started screening clients on July 19.

A contract with TemPositions went into effect in August to fully staff care management statewide — replacing TLC and
Rescue Inc. Due to TemPositions having difficulty meeting the staffing capacity needed, we added IEM as a contractor
to fill the remaining case management staff positions in December. The staff are screening, case conferencing and
shared care planning and reporting with the goal of connecting people in the program to services they need. Many
households have been connected to resources and services in the community they are in. We are also working with
local partners to help connect and support the Coordinated Entry process for households in the June cohort.
