* Likely 2-day installation

Rubber Curb: Defines the inbound travel way and provides a
physical “rub” component. Can be adjusted after installation and
removed/reinstalled seasonally.

Flexible Delineators: Placed directly behind the curb to clearly
delineate the travel way and provide a vertical feature to help
slow traffic. Can be adjusted after installation and
removed/reinstalled seasonally.

Crash Attenuator Barrels: Placed in strategic locations to
provide an additional vertical element and add a physical
obstacle that clearly should not be run into or run over.

Signs: Set in advance of and within the chicanes as
recommended in the MUTCD.).

Additional Pavement: The chicanes require more pavement
width than currently available. Gravel roadside parking areas will
be graded and paved to provide the needed width.

Line Striping or Line Striping Targets: Further defines the travel
way, especially in advance of the chicane.
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
