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TO THE HONORABLE SENATE: 1 

The Committee on Transportation to which was referred House Bill No. 2 

868 entitled “An act relating to the fiscal year 2025 Transportation Program 3 

and miscellaneous changes to laws related to transportation” respectfully 4 

reports that it has considered the same and recommends that the Senate 5 

propose to the House that the bill be amended by striking out all after the 6 

enacting clause and inserting in lieu thereof the following: 7 

* * * Transportation Program Adopted as Amended; Definitions * * * 8 

Sec. 1.  TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM ADOPTED; DEFINITIONS 9 

(a)  Adoption.  The Agency of Transportation’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2025 10 

Transportation Program appended to the Agency of Transportation’s proposed 11 

fiscal year 2025 budget (Revised February 15, 2024), as amended by this act, 12 

is adopted to the extent federal, State, and local funds are available.   13 

(b)  Definitions.  As used in this act, unless otherwise indicated:  14 

(1)  “Agency” means the Agency of Transportation. 15 

(2)  “Candidate project” means a project approved by the General 16 

Assembly that is not anticipated to have significant expenditures for 17 

preliminary engineering or right-of-way expenditures, or both, during the 18 

budget year and funding for construction is not anticipated within a predictable 19 

time frame. 20 
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(3)  “Development and evaluation (D&E) project” means a project 1 

approved by the General Assembly that is anticipated to have preliminary 2 

engineering expenditures or right-of-way expenditures, or both, during the 3 

budget year and that the Agency is committed to delivering to construction on 4 

a timeline driven by priority and available funding. 5 

(4)  “Electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE)” and “electric vehicle 6 

supply equipment available to the public” have the same meanings as in 7 

30 V.S.A. § 201.  8 

(5)  “Front-of-book project” means a project approved by the General 9 

Assembly that is anticipated to have construction expenditures during the 10 

budget year or the following three years, or both, with expected expenditures 11 

shown over four years. 12 

(6)  “Mileage-based user fee” or “MBUF” means a fee for vehicle use of 13 

the public road system with distance, stated in miles, as the measure of use. 14 

(7)  “Secretary” means the Secretary of Transportation. 15 

(8)  “TIB funds” means monies deposited in the Transportation 16 

Infrastructure Bond Fund in accordance with 19 V.S.A. § 11f. 17 

(9)  The table heading “As Proposed” means the Proposed 18 

Transportation Program referenced in subsection (a) of this section; the table 19 

heading “As Amended” means the amendments as made by this act; the table 20 

heading “Change” means the difference obtained by subtracting the “As 21 
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Proposed” figure from the “As Amended” figure; the terms “change” or 1 

“changes” in the text refer to the project- and program-specific amendments, 2 

the aggregate sum of which equals the net “Change” in the applicable table 3 

heading; and “State” in any tables amending authorizations indicates that the 4 

source of funds is State monies in the Transportation Fund, unless otherwise 5 

specified. 6

Sec. 2.  FISCAL YEAR 2025 TRANSPORTATION INVESTMENTS 8 

            INTENDED TO REDUCE TRANSPORTATION-RELATED 9 

            GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS, REDUCE FOSSIL FUEL 10 

            USE, AND SAVE VERMONT HOUSEHOLDS MONEY 11 

This act includes the State’s fiscal year 2025 transportation investments 12 

intended to reduce transportation-related greenhouse gas emissions, reduce 13 

fossil fuel use, and save Vermont households money in furtherance of the 14 

policies articulated in 19 V.S.A. § 10b and the goals of the Comprehensive 15 

Energy Plan and the Vermont Climate Action Plan and to satisfy the Executive 16 

and Legislative Branches’ commitments to the Paris Agreement climate goals. 17 

In fiscal year 2025, these efforts will include the following: 18 

(1)  Park and Ride Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year 19 

expenditure of $1,464,833.00, which will fund one construction project to 20 

create a new park-and-ride facility; the design and construction of 21 
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improvements to one existing park-and-ride facility; funding for a municipal 1 

park-and-ride grant program; and paving projects for existing park-and-ride 2 

facilities.  This year’s Park and Ride Program will create 60 new State-owned 3 

spaces.  Specific additions and improvements include:  4 

(A)  Manchester—construction of 50 new spaces; and 5 

(B)  Sharon—design and construction of 10 new spaces. 6 

(2)  Bike and Pedestrian Facilities Program.  This act provides for a 7 

fiscal year expenditure, including local match, of $11,648,752.00, which will 8 

fund 28 bike and pedestrian construction projects; 21 bike and pedestrian 9 

design, right-of-way, or design and right-of way projects for construction in 10 

future fiscal years; and eight scoping studies.  The construction projects 11 

include the creation, improvement, or rehabilitation of walkways, sidewalks, 12 

shared-use paths, bike paths, and cycling lanes.  Projects are funded in 13 

Arlington, Bennington, Bethel, Brattleboro, Burke, Burlington, Castleton, 14 

Chester, Enosburg Falls, Fair Haven, Fairfax, Hartford, Hyde Park, Jericho, 15 

Manchester, Middlebury, Montpelier, Moretown, Newport City, Northfield, 16 

Pawlet, Richford, Royalton, Rutland City, Rutland Town, Shaftsbury, 17 

Shelburne, Sheldon, South Burlington, Springfield, St. Albans City, St. Albans 18 

Town, Sunderland, Swanton, Tunbridge, Vergennes, Wallingford, Waterbury, 19 

and West Rutland.  This act also provides funding for: 20 
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(A)  some of Local Motion’s operation costs to run the bike ferry on 1 

the Colchester Causeway, which is part of the Island Line Trail; 2 

(B)  a small-scale municipal bicycle and pedestrian grant program for 3 

projects to be selected during the fiscal year; 4 

(C)  projects funded through the Safe Routes to School Program; and 5 

(D)  community grants along the Lamoille Valley Rail Trail (LVRT). 6 

(3)  Transportation Alternatives Program.  This act provides for a fiscal 7 

year expenditure of $5,416,614.00, including local funds, which will fund 28 8 

transportation alternatives construction projects; 28 transportation alternatives 9 

design, right-of-way, or design and right-of-way projects; and three studies, 10 

including scoping, historic preservation, and connectivity.  Of these 59 11 

projects, 21 involve environmental mitigation related to clean water or 12 

stormwater concerns, or both clean water and stormwater concerns, and 38 13 

involve bicycle and pedestrian facilities.  Projects are funded in Athens, Barre 14 

City, Brandon, Bridgewater, Bristol, Burke, Burlington, Cambridge, Castleton, 15 

Colchester, Derby, Enosburg Falls, Fair Haven, Fairfax, Franklin, Hartford, 16 

Hinesburg, Hyde Park, Jericho, Londonderry, Lyndon, Mendon, Middlebury, 17 

Montgomery, Newark, Newfane, Proctor, Richford, Richmond, Rockingham, 18 

Rutland City, Sharon, Shelburne, South Burlington, Springfield, St. Albans 19 

Town, Swanton, Tinmouth, Vergennes, Wardsboro, Warren, Weston, 20 

Williston, Wilmington, and Winooski. 21 
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(4)  Public Transit Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year 1 

expenditure of $54,940,225.00 for public transit uses throughout the State.  2 

Included in the authorization are: 3 

(A)  Go! Vermont, with an authorization of $405,000.00.  This 4 

authorization supports transportation demand management (TDM) strategies, 5 

including the State’s Trip Planner and commuter services, to promote the use 6 

of carpools and vanpools.   7 

(B)  Mobility and Transportation Innovations (MTI) Grant Program, 8 

with an authorization of $3,500,000.00, which includes $3,000,000.00 in 9 

federal Carbon Reduction Funds.  This authorization continues to support 10 

projects that improve both mobility and access to services for transit-dependent 11 

Vermonters, reduce the use of single-occupancy vehicles, and reduce 12 

greenhouse gas emissions.   13 

(5)  Rail Program.  This act provides for a fiscal year expenditure of 14 

$48,746,831.00, including local funds, for intercity passenger rail service, 15 

including funding for the Ethan Allen Express and Vermonter Amtrak services, 16 

and rail infrastructure that supports freight rail as well.  Moving freight by rail 17 

instead of trucks lowers greenhouse gas emissions by up to 75 percent, on 18 

average.  19 

(6)  Transformation of the State Vehicle Fleet.  The Department of 20 

Buildings and General Services, which manages the State Vehicle Fleet, 21 
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currently has 14 plug-in hybrid electric vehicles and 15 battery electric 1 

vehicles in the State Vehicle Fleet.  In fiscal year 2025, the Commissioner of 2 

Buildings and General Services will continue to purchase and lease vehicles 3 

for State use in accordance with 29 V.S.A. § 903(g), which requires, to the 4 

maximum extent practicable, that the Commissioner purchase or lease hybrid 5 

or plug-in electric vehicles (PEVs), as defined in 23 V.S.A. § 4(85), with not 6 

less than 75 percent of the vehicles purchased or leased being hybrid or PEVs. 7 

(7)  Electric vehicle supply equipment (EVSE).  This act provides for a 8 

fiscal year expenditure of $4,833,828.00 to increase the presence of EVSE in 9 

Vermont in accordance with the State’s federally approved National Electric 10 

Vehicle Infrastructure (NEVI) Plan, which will lead to the installation of 11 

Direct Current Fast Charging (DC/FC) along designated alternative fuel 12 

corridors.  In addition to monies that were previously appropriated, this act  13 

provides for a fiscal year expenditure of $1,700,000.00 for EVSE at 14 

workplaces or multiunit dwellings, or both.   15 

(8)  Vehicle incentive programs and expansion of the PEV market. 16 

(A)  Incentive Program for New PEVs, MileageSmart, Replace Your 17 

Ride, and Electrify Your Fleet.  No additional monies are authorized for the 18 

State’s  vehicle incentive programs in this act, but it is estimated that prior 19 

appropriations of approximately the following amounts will be available in 20 

fiscal year 2025:  21 
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(i)  $2,600,000.00 for the Incentive Program for New PEVs; 1 

(ii)  $2,000,000.00 for MileageSmart; and  2 

(iii)  $900,000.00 for the Replace Your Ride Program. 3 

(B)  eBike Incentive Program.  This act authorizes one-time funds of 4 

up to $140,000.00 in incentives under the eBike Incentive Program. 5 

(9)  Promoting Resilient Operations for Transformative, Efficient, and 6 

Cost-Saving Transportation  (PROTECT) Formula Program.  This act provides 7 

for a fiscal year expenditure of $3,871,435.00 under the PROTECT Formula 8 

Program.  This year’s PROTECT Formula Program funds will support 9 

increased resiliency at three bridge sites (Coventry, Wilmington, and 10 

Shaftsbury) in alignment with the VTrans Resilience Improvement Plan. 11

(c)  Systemwide performance measures.  The Program proposed by the 14 

Agency shall include systemwide performance measures developed by the 15

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(4)  all projects funded for construction in the prior fiscal year’s 1 

approved adopted Transportation Program that are no longer funded in the 2 

proposed Transportation Program submitted to the General Assembly, the 3 

projected costs for such projects in the prior fiscal year’s approved adopted 4 

Transportation Program, and the total costs incurred over the life of each such 5 

project. 6 

(h)  Should Project delays; emergency and safety issues; additional funding; 7 

cancellations.   8 

(1)  If capital projects in the Transportation Program be are delayed 9 

because of unanticipated problems with permitting, right-of-way acquisition, 10 

construction, local concern, or availability of federal or State funds, the 11 

Secretary is authorized to advance other projects in the approved adopted 12 

Transportation Program for the current fiscal year.   13 

(2)  The Secretary is further authorized to undertake projects to resolve 14 

emergency or safety issues that are not included in the adopted Transportation 15

(a)  Notwithstanding 2 V.S.A. § 20(d), the reports or reporting requirements 12 

of this section, sections 10g and 12a, and subsections 7(k), 10b(d), 11f(i), and 13 

12b(d) of this title shall be preserved absent specific action by the General 14 

Assembly repealing the reports or reporting requirements.  15 

(b)  Annually, on or before January 15, the Agency shall submit a 16 

consolidated transportation system and activities report to the House and 17 

Senate Committees on Transportation.  The report shall consist of:  18 

(1)  Financial and performance data of all public transit systems, as 19 

defined in 24 V.S.A. § 5088(6), that receive operating subsidies in any form 20 

from the State or federal government, including subsidies related to the Elders 21 
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and Persons with Disabilities Transportation Program for service and capital 1 

equipment.  This component of the report shall:  2 

(A)  be developed in cooperation with the Public Transit Advisory 3 

Council; 4 

(B)  be modeled on the Federal Transit Administration’s National 5 

Transit Database Program with such modifications as appropriate for the 6 

various services and guidance found in the most current State policy plan; and  7 

(C)  show as a separate category financial and performance data on 8 

the Elders and Persons with Disabilities Transportation Program.  9 

(2)  Data on pavement conditions of the State highway system. 10 

(3)  A description of the conditions of bridges, culverts, and other 11 

structures on the State highway system and on town highways.  12 

(4)   Department of Motor Vehicles data, including the number of 13 

vehicle registrations and licenses issued, revenues by category, transactions by 14 

category, commercial motor vehicle statistics, and any other information the 15 

Commissioner deems relevant.  16 

(5) A summary of updates to the Agency’s strategic plans and 17 

performance measurements used in its strategic plans.  18 

(6)  A summary of the statuses of aviation, rail, and public transit 19 

programs. 20 
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(7)  Data and statistics regarding highway safety, including trends in 1 

vehicle crashes and fatalities, traffic counts, and trends in vehicle miles 2 

traveled.  3 

(8)  An overview of operations and maintenance activities, including 4 

winter maintenance statistics.  5 

(9)  A list of projects for which the construction phase was completed 6 

during the most recent construction season.  7 

(10)  Such other information that the Secretary determines the 8 

Committees on Transportation need to perform their oversight role. 9

(a)  This section, Sec. 18 (vehicle incentive programs transfers; fiscal year 12 

2024), Sec. D (central garage; purchase of real property), and Sec. E (railroad 13 

leases; 5 V.S.A. § 3405) shall take effect on passage. 14 

(b)  Sec. A (electric vehicle road usage surcharge; 23 V.S.A. § 361) shall 15 

take effect on passage and shall be fully implemented not later than January 1, 16 

2025. 17 

(c)  Sec. C (amendments to electric vehicle road usage surcharges; 23 18 

V.S.A. § 361) shall take effect on the effective date of a mileage-based user fee 19 

for pleasure cars that are battery electric vehicles, as defined in 23 V.S.A. 20 

§ 4(85)(A)) 21 
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(d)  All other sections shall take effect on July 1, 2024. 1
