The secretary may not issue further rules requiring or1

pertaining to such controls. For purposes of this subsection, “stage II vapor2

recovery” means a system for gasoline vapor recovery of emissions from the3

fueling of motor vehicles as described in 42 U.S.C. § 7511a(b)(3).4
