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An act relating to maintenance of private roads

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:

Sec. 1. 19 V.S.A. chapter 27 is added to read:

CHAPTER 27. PRIVATE ROADS

§ 2701. DEFINITIONS

As used in this chapter, “private road” means a road whose owner is not the

state of Vermont, a municipality, or a single private property owner, but two or

more owners of private property abutting the road and the owners of any

easements recorded in the municipal land records of the town in which the road

is located granting a right to cross the road in order to access their property.

§ 2702. PRIVATE ROAD MAINTENANCE

In the absence of any other agreement for the maintenance of a private road,

including covenants, requirements contained in deeds, and state or local

permits, the owners of the property abutting a private road and the holders of

recorded easements with a right to use a private road shall divide the cost of

maintaining the road commensurate with their use of the private road.
