An act relating to restoring federally funded positions in the Department of
Health

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:
Sec. 1. INTENT

It isthe intent of the general assembly that the department of health

maintain or rehire staff in the el ght positions listed in Sec. 2 of this act, for

which the funding in fiscal 2009 was rescinded in August 2008 as part of the

budoet rescission process.

Sec. 2. DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH POSITIONS

(a) In fiscal year 2009, the amount of $335,772.00 is appropriated from

federal funds to the department of health for hiring employees for the

following positions:

(1) public health lab technician 11, position number 740321;

(2) systems developer |1, position number 740497
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(3) hedth services training assistant specialist, position number 740501;

(4) hedth outreach specialist in St. Johnsbury, position number 740506;

(5) hedth data administrator, position number 740518;

(6) public hedth specidist for emergency preparedness in White River

Junction, position number 740724;

(7) administrative assistant for the division of alcohol and drug abuse

prevention, position number 740775; and

(8) program services clerk, position number 740371.

(b) No later than March 1, 2009, the department of health shall report to the

general assembly on the status of filling the positions listed in subsection (a) of

this section.
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
