Sec. 1. 24V.SA. §4412(1) isamended to read:

(1) Equal treatment of housing and required provisions for affordable
housing.

(E) No bylaw shal have the effect of excluding as a permitted use
one accessory dwelling unit that islocated within or appurtenant to an
owner-occupied single-family dwelling. An accessory dwelling unit means an
efficiency or one-bedroom apartment that is clearly subordinate to a

single-family dwelling; and has facilities and provisions for independent living,
