Except for schools, workplace does not
include areas commonly open to the public nor any portion of a structure
whieh that also serves as the employee's or employer's personal residence. For
schools, workplace shal—netude includes any enclosed location at—whieh
where instruction or other school-sponsored functions are occurring and
students are present.

§ 1426. ENFORCEMENT

(@ An employee aggrieved by an employer's failure to comply with the
provisions of this subchapter may file a complaint with the department of
health.
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€} The commissioner of heath or a hearing officer designated by the
commissioner may, after notice and an opportunity for hearing, impose an
administrative penaty of $100.00 against an employer who violates a
prevision—of this chapter. The hearing before the commissioner shall be a
contested case subject to the provisions of chapter 25 of Title 3
(Administrative Procedure Act).
