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Whereas, the annual Cardboard Box Derby encourages crestivity as the
contestants are challenged to design a cardboard box capable of sliding down a
slope, and

Wheress, off the trails, Northeast Slopes takes great prideinitsincreasing
reliance on local food products in the snack bar, such as Cabot Cheese and
rolls from the Colatina Bakery in Bradford, and

Whereas, multiple generations of local families have learned to ski at the
child-friendly Northeast Slopes, which remains affordable because of its great
and loyal volunteer workforce, and

Whereas, Northeast Slopes is now the oldest continuously operated rope
tow ski areain the United States, and in 2011 is commemorating 75 years of
