It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:10

Sec. 1. 9 V.S.A. § 2461b(h) is added to read:11

(h)(1) The owner of a propane storage tank shall fasten, attach, or12

otherwise secure the tank to a structure or other fixture to ensure the safety of13

persons and property in the event of a flood or other natural disaster.14

(2) In the event a propane storage tank becomes unsecured due to flood15

or other natural disaster, the owner of the tank shall be responsible for the16

recovery and, if applicable, appropriate disposal of the tank and its contents.17
