It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:14

Sec. 1. 17 V.S.A. § 2894 is added to read:15

§ 2894. ROBOTIC TELEPHONE CALLS16

An electioneering communication shall not be made by robotic telephone17

call unless the candidate has obtained written permission from potential18

recipients of the call.19
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Sec. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE1

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2013.2
