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software for any telecommunications service for the purpose of helping

persons obtain emergency assistance in accordance with this chapter unless
such action constitutes gross negligence or an intentiona tort.

(b) Inaddition, re aprovider of telephone-mebilte-or-ether-HP-enabled

serviee any telecommunications service or a provider’ s respective employees,

directors, officers, assigns, affiliates, or agents shall not be liable for civil
damages in connection with the release of customer information to any
governmental entity, including any public safety answering point, as required
under this chapter.
