Statement of purpose of bill asintroduced: Thisbill proposesto make the

State financially liable for losses incurred by Vermont residents who are

inaccurately informed by the State that they have health care coverage or

coverage for specific benefits or services.

An act relating to State liability for inaccurate health coverage information

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:
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Sec. 1. 33 V.S.A. chapter 19, subchapter 1C, is added to read:

Subchapter 1C. State Liability

§1941. STATE LIABILITY FORINACCURATE HEALTH COVERAGE

INFORMATION

The State of Vermont shall be liable pursuant to 12 V.S.A. 8 5601 for the

amounts necessary to compensate an injured person for losses incurred as the

direct result of the negligent or wrongful act or omission of an employee of the

State that results in the provision of inaccurate information to the person

regarding the status or extent of his or her health care coverage and the benefits

and services available thereunder. Theliability of the State under this section

shall not exceed the amounts specifiedin 12 V.S.A. 8 5601(b).

Sec. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2014.
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
