Statement of purpose of bill asintroduced: Thisbill proposesto require that

any existing electrical installation that is disconnected as aresult of an

emergency affecting the internal electrical circuits not be reconnected until it

has been inspected by alicensed journeyman or master electrician.

Sec. 4. TRANSITIONAL PROVISIONS

In order to provide time for the Electrical Licending Board to develop and

conduct atest for atype-Sjourneyman’slicensefor r able energy

installation and for renewable energy installers to completéthe licensing

requirements, alicense shall not be required for renewable en installations

until 12 months after the Electrical Licensing Board adopts the test\and

licensing procedure.

(@ A new dectrical installation in or on a complex structure or an
electrical installation used for the testing or construction of a complex
structure shall not be connected or caused to be connected; to a source of
electrical energy unless prior to sueh the connection; either a temporary or a
permanent energizing permit isissued for that installation by the eemissioner
Commissioner or an electrical inspector.

(b) An existing electrical installation in any structure, including a
single-family owner-occupied freestanding residence, disconnected as the
result of an emergency that affects the internal electrical circuits shall not be
reconnected to a source of electrical energy until the electrical installation has
been inspected and deter mined to be safe by a licensed journeyman or licensed
master electrician.
