Sec. 1. YOUTHFUL OFFENDERS; LEGISLATIVE INTENT 7 

The maximum age at which a person may be treated as a youthful offender 8 

varies under two different statutes under 33 V.S.A. chapter 52.   Generally, a 9 

person may be treated as a youthful offender until the person reaches the age of 10 

22 under 33 VSA § 5104(a); however in some circumstances a person may be 11 

may be treated as a youthful offender until the person reaches the age of 23 12 

under 33 VSA § 5204a(b)(2)(A).  This distinction is intentional.  13
