Reported in favor of its passage when amended as follows: 

First:  In Sec. 1, after “shall be repealed on June 30, 2016” and before the 

period by striking out “2017” and inserting in lieu thereof “2018” 

Second:  In Sec. 2, 27 V.S.A. § 613, in subdivision (b)(2), after “June 30, 

2016” and before “, the mortgagor” by striking out “2017” and inserting in lieu 

thereof “2018”  
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The bill, having appeared on the Calendar one day for notice, was taken up, 

read the second time, report of the committee on Fish, Wildlife & Water 

Resources agreed to and third reading ordered.
