Underinsured

o Same information but showing trend over time 
o Can we determine how many are underinsured because of total 

potential exposure (deductible test) versus how many are 
underinsured because of the actual expended out of pocket costs?

o Slide 56 – Medicaid folks concerned re: losing coverage 
o Why?

o Can we show this information by age &/or income? 

o More kids are now uninsured for more than a year. What can we say re: why 
kids are uninsured for longer & why that has changed?
