Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to: 7 

         (1)  require the establishment of indigent waiver penalties for traffic 8 

violations and the imposition of the indigent waiver penalty in lieu of the 9 

general waiver penalty for a defendant who applies and qualifies as indigent; 10 

(2)  prescribe the criteria to qualify as indigent;  11 

(3)  require judgments for traffic violations to be reduced by one-half if 12 

the defendant applies for the reduction prior to initiation of contempt 13 

proceedings and qualifies as indigent; 14 

(4)  reduce the duration of license suspensions for nonpayment of a 15 

judgment on a traffic violation; 16 

(5)  repeal a provision requiring the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles to 17 

refuse to renew a motor vehicle registration for nonpayment of an amount due 18 

on a judgment for a traffic violation; 19 
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 (6)  eliminate reinstatement fees for license suspensions and other 1 

preconditions to reinstatement, and authorize an additional surcharge on all 2 

traffic tickets to be deposited into the Transportation Fund;  3 

(7)  amend the law governing criminal penalties for driving with a 4 

suspended license or privilege to operate and authorize criminal penalties for a 5 

second or subsequent violation of driving without a license or permit;  6 

(8)  increase authorized penalties for DUI violations; and 7 

(9)  clarify who will qualify for expungement of past criminal 8 

convictions for driving with a suspended license for conduct that is no longer 9 

criminal under this act. 10

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(d)(1)  Three Except as provided in subdivision (2) of this subsection, three 1 

hearing officers appointed by the Court Administrator shall determine waiver 2 

penalties to be imposed for violations within the Judicial Bureau’s jurisdiction, 3 

except:.  The hearing officers shall establish two tiers of waiver penalties for 4 

each traffic violation:  a general waiver penalty and an indigent waiver penalty.  5 

Notwithstanding any minimum fine or penalty for a traffic violation prescribed 6 

by law and notwithstanding the surcharge amounts prescribed in 13 V.S.A. 7 

§ 7282, the indigent waiver penalty shall be one-half of the general waiver 8 

penalty, rounded upward to the nearest whole dollar, and shall apply to 9 

defendants who qualify as indigent as prescribed in section 1105 of this 10 

chapter.

§ 1105.  ANSWER TO COMPLAINT; DEFAULT 18 

(a)(1)  A violation shall be charged upon a summons and complaint form 19 

approved and distributed by the Court Administrator.  The complaint shall be 20 

signed by the issuing officer or by the State’s Attorney.  The original 21 
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complaint shall be filed with the Judicial Bureau; a copy shall be retained by 1 

the issuing officer or State’s Attorney and two copies shall be given to the 2 

defendant. 3 

    (2)  The Judicial Bureau may, consistent with rules adopted by the 4 

Supreme Court pursuant to 12 V.S.A. § 1, accept electronic signatures on any 5 

document, including the signatures of issuing officers, State’s Attorneys, and 6 

notaries public.   7 

(3)  The complaint shall include a statement of rights, instructions, notice 8 

that a defendant may admit, not contest, or deny a violation, notice of the fee 9 

for failure to answer within 20 days, and other notices as the Court 10 

Administrator deems appropriate.  At the time a complaint for a traffic 11 

violation is issued, the defendant shall be notified in writing that a reduced 12 

indigent waiver penalty is available to qualified persons upon application to the 13 

Judicial Bureau. 14 

(4)  The Court Administrator, in consultation with appropriate law 15 

enforcement agencies, may approve a single form for charging all violations, 16 

or may approve two or more forms as necessary to administer the operations of 17 

the Judicial Bureau. 18 

(b)(1)  A person who is charged with a violation shall have 20 days from the 19 

date the complaint is issued to admit or deny the allegations or to state that he 20 

or she does not contest the allegations in the complaint.   21 
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(2)  The Judicial Bureau shall assess against a defendant a fee of $20.00 1 

for failure to answer a complaint within the time allowed.  The fee shall be 2 

assessed in the default judgment and deposited in the Court Technology 3 

Special Fund established pursuant to section 27 of this title. 4 

(3)  Prior to entry of judgment, the defendant may apply to the Judicial 5 

Bureau for a reduced waiver penalty on the basis of indigence.  The Judicial 6 

Bureau shall accept such applications though a website, in person, and through 7 

the mail.  If the defendant qualifies as indigent as prescribed in subsection (h) 8 

of this section, the indigent waiver penalty shall be imposed in lieu of the 9 

general waiver penalty and no hearing is required.  The 20-day period to 10 

respond to the complaint shall be extended pending a decision on the 11 

application and notification thereof.  The applicant shall have an additional 12 

20 days from the date notification is sent to answer the complaint. 13 

(c)  A person who admits or does not contest the allegations may so indicate 14 

and sign the complaint.  The Bureau shall accept the admission or statement 15 

that the allegations are not contested and accept payment of the waiver penalty. 16 

(d)  If the person sends in the amount of the waiver penalty without signing 17 

the complaint, the Bureau shall accept the payment indicating that payment 18 

was made and that the allegations were not contested. 19 

(e)  A person who denies the allegations may so indicate and sign the 20 

complaint.  Upon receipt, the Bureau shall schedule a hearing. 21 
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(f)  If a person fails to appear or answer a complaint, the Bureau shall enter 1 

a default judgment against the person.  However, no default judgment shall be 2 

entered until the filing of a declaration by the issuing officer or State’s 3 

Attorney, under penalty of perjury, setting forth facts showing that the 4 

defendant is not a person in military service as defined at 50 App. U.S.C. § 511 5 

(Servicemembers Civil Relief Act definitions), except upon order of the 6 

hearing officer in accordance with the Servicemembers Civil Relief Act, 50 7 

App. U.S.C. Titles I–II.  The Bureau shall mail a notice to the person that a 8 

default judgment has been entered.  A default judgment may be set aside by the 9 

hearing officer for good cause shown.   10 

 (g)  All Judicial Bureau judgments shall contain a notice of tax setoff 11 

pursuant to 32 V.S.A. § 5941.  12 

(h)(1)  A defendant shall qualify as indigent under this section if he or she 13 

submits a sworn statement indicating that either of the following applies: 14 

(A)  The defendant’s gross income is at or below 150 percent of the 15 

federal poverty income guidelines for nonfarm families.  For purposes of this 16 

subdivision (h)(1)(A), the income of the defendant’s cohabiting family 17 

members shall be deemed to be income of the applicant. 18 

(B)  The defendant is the recipient of Reach Up, Medicaid, 19 

3SquaresVT, or fuel assistance through the Vermont Agency of Human 20 

Services or Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF), Medicaid, 21 
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Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), or fuel assistance 1 

through the relevant agency of the defendant’s state of residence.   2 

(2)  The Judicial Bureau’s decision on an application for a reduced 3 

waiver penalty on the basis of indigence shall not be subject to review or 4 

appeal except in the case of a violation of rights guaranteed under the Vermont 5 

or U.S. Constitutions. 6 

(3)  As appropriate, the Auditor of Accounts shall audit the granting of 7 

applications for indigent waiver penalties under this section and for reduced 8 

judgments on the basis of indigence under section 1109 of this chapter, 9 

including the veracity of information submitted by applicants and the practices 10 

and internal controls of the responsible agencies.  If the Auditor has cause to 11 

question the veracity of an applicant’s statements, he or she shall refer the 12 

matter to the appropriate enforcement authorities.   13 

§ 1106.  HEARING 14 

(a)  The Bureau shall notify the person charged and the issuing officer of 15 

the time and place for the hearing. 16 

(b)  The hearing shall be held before a hearing officer and conducted in an 17 

impartial manner.  The hearing officer may, by subpoena, compel the 18 

attendance and testimony of witnesses and the production of books and 19 

records.  All witnesses shall be sworn.  The burden of proof shall be on the 20 

State or municipality to prove the allegations by clear and convincing 21 
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evidence.  As used in this section, “clear and convincing evidence” means 1 

evidence which establishes that the truth of the facts asserted is highly 2 

probable.  Certified copies of records supplied by the Department of Motor 3 

Vehicles or the Agency of Natural Resources and presented by the issuing 4 

officer or other person shall be admissible without testimony by a 5 

representative of the Department of Motor Vehicles or the Agency of Natural 6 

Resources. 7 

(c)(1)  Prior to entering judgment against a defendant, a hearing officer shall 8 

consider evidence of ability to pay offered by the defendant.  In matters 9 

involving traffic violations, the hearing officer shall consider the indigence 10 

criteria set forth in subsection 1105(h) of this chapter and the standard 11 

reduction in judgments for indigent persons under section 1109 of this chapter. 12 

(2)  The hearing officer shall make findings which shall be stated on the 13 

record or, if more time is needed, made in writing at a later date.  The hearing 14 

officer may make a finding that the person has committed a lesser included 15 

violation. 16 

(d)  A law enforcement officer may void or amend a complaint issued by 17 

that officer by so marking the complaint and returning it to the Bureau, 18 

regardless of whether the amended complaint is a lesser included violation.  At 19 

the hearing, a law enforcement officer may void or amend a complaint issued 20 

by that officer in the discretion of that officer. 21 
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(e)  A State’s Attorney may dismiss or amend a complaint. 1 

(f)  The Supreme Court shall establish rules for the conduct of hearings 2 

under this chapter. 3

§ 1109.  REMEDIES FOR FAILURE TO PAY; REDUCTIONS IN 5 

   JUDGMENTS FOR TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS 6 

(a)  As used in this section: 7 

(1)  “Amount due” means all financial assessments contained in a 8 

Judicial Bureau judgment, including penalties, fines, surcharges, court costs, 9 

and any other assessment authorized by law. 10 

(2)  “Designated collection agency” means a collection agency 11 

designated by the Court Administrator. 12 

(3)  [Repealed.] 13 

(b)(1)  A Judicial Bureau judgment shall provide notice that a $30.00 fee 14 

shall be assessed for failure to pay within 30 days.  If the defendant fails to pay 15 

the amount due within 30 days, the fee shall be added to the judgment amount 16 

and deposited in the Court Technology Special Fund established pursuant to 17 

section 27 of this title. 18 

    (2)(A)  A judgment for a traffic violation shall contain a notice that 19 

failure to pay or otherwise satisfy the amount due within 30 days of the notice 20 
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will result in suspension of the person’s operator’s license or privilege to 1 

operate for a 30-day period.   2 

        (B)  If the defendant fails to pay the amount due within 30 days of the 3 

notice, or by a later date as determined by a judicial officer, and the case is not 4 

pending on appeal, the Judicial Bureau shall provide electronic notice thereof 5 

to the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles.  After 20 days from the date of 6 

receiving the electronic notice, the Commissioner shall suspend the person’s 7 

operator’s license or privilege to operate for a period of 30 days.  The 8 

Commissioner shall reinstate the person’s license or operating privilege 9 

without any action required by the person upon expiration of the 30 days or 10 

upon the satisfaction of the amount due, whichever is earlier. 11 

    (3)  At any time following entry of a judgment for a traffic violation and 12 

prior to the initiation of contempt proceedings under this section, a defendant 13 

may apply for a reduction in the amount due on the basis of indigence.  The 14 

Judicial Bureau shall accept such applications though a website, in person, and 15 

through the mail.  If the defendant qualifies as indigent as prescribed in 16 

subsection 1105(h) of this chapter, and if the defendant has not already 17 

received a reduced waiver penalty in accordance with subsection 1105(b) of 18 

this chapter, the Judicial Bureau shall amend the judgment to reduce the 19 

amount due by one-half, rounded upward to the nearest whole dollar, and no 20 

hearing is required.  The Judicial Bureau shall not initiate contempt 21

    (B)  Traffic violations; reduction of amount due. 9 

        (i)  When the judgment is based upon a traffic violation, the hearing 10 

officer may reduce the amount due on the basis of the defendant’s driving 11 

history, ability to pay, or service to the community; the collateral consequences 12 

of the violation; or the interests of justice.  The hearing officer may reduce the 13 

amount due even if the defendant has previously obtained or been denied an 14 

indigent waiver penalty or reduced judgment on the basis of indigence. 15 

        (ii)  When acting on a motion to approve a proposed DLS Diversion 16 

Program contract and related payment plan pursuant to 2012 Acts and 17 

Resolves No. 147, Sec. 2, the Judicial Bureau may reduce the amount due in 18 

accordance subdivision (i) of this subdivision (c)(4)(B) with or without a 19 

hearing.   20 

(4)(5)  Contempt. 21 
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(A)  The hearing officer may conclude that the defendant is in 1 

contempt if the hearing officer states in written findings a factual basis for 2 

concluding that: 3 

(i)  the defendant knew or reasonably should have known that he or 4 

she owed an amount due on a Judicial Bureau judgment; 5 

(ii)  the defendant had the ability to pay all or any portion of the 6 

amount due; and 7 

(iii)  the defendant failed to pay all or any portion of the 8 

amount due.

(B)  In the contempt order, the hearing officer may do one or more of 10

(i)  Set a date by which the defendant shall pay the amount due. 12

If the defendant fails to pay the 14 

amount due within 30 days of the notice, or by a later date as determined by a 15 

judicial officer, and the case is not pending on appeal, the Judicial Bureau shall 16 

provide electronic notice thereof to the Commissioner of Motor Vehicles.
