Subject: Alcoholic beverages; licensing  4 

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced:  This bill proposes to create a farm 5 

distiller’s license, to define Vermont barrel aged maple spirits, to permit both 6 

vinous beverages and fortified wines to be manufactured under a single 7 

manufacturer’s license, to reduce them required time for a manufacturer to 8 

provide the Department with notice of a promotional tasting, to limit members 9 

of the Liquor Control Board to serving no more than two terms, to grant the 10 

Governor the authority to appoint the Commissioner of Liquor Control from a 11 

pool of candidates proposed by the Liquor Control Board, to amend the 12 

Commissioner’s duties, and to require the preparation of draft legislation to 13 

reorganize and modernize Title 7. 14 

An act relating to alcoholic beverages 15 

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:  16 

Sec. 1.  7 V.S.A. § 2 is amended to read: 17 

§ 2.  DEFINITIONS 18 

The following words as used in this title, unless a contrary meaning is 19 

required by the context, shall have the following meaning: 20 
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* * * 1 

(5)  “Cabaret license”:  a first-class license or first- and third-class 2 

licenses where the business is devoted primarily to providing entertainment, 3 

dancing, and the sale of alcoholic beverages to the public and not the service of 4 

food.  The holder of a “cabaret license” shall serve food at all times when open 5 

for business and shall have adequate and sanitary space and equipment for 6 

preparing and serving food.  However, the gross receipts from the sale of food 7 

shall be less than the combined receipts from the sales of alcoholic beverages, 8 

entertainment, and dancing in the prior reporting year.  All laws and 9 

regulations pertaining to a first-class license or first- and third-class licenses 10 

shall apply to the first-class or first- and third-class cabaret licenses.  11 

[Repealed.] 12 

(6)  “Caterer’s license”:  a license issued by the Liquor Control Board 13 

authorizing the holder of a first-class license or first- and third-class licenses 14 

for a cabaret, restaurant, or hotel premises to serve malt or vinous beverages, 15 

spirits, or fortified wines at a function located on premises other than those 16 

occupied by a first-, first- and third-, or second-class licensee to sell alcoholic 17 

beverages. 18

(15)  “Manufacturer’s or rectifier’s license”:  a license granted by the 20 

Liquor Control Board that permits the holder to manufacture or rectify spirits 21 
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or malt beverages, or vinous beverages and fortified wines, or spirits and 1 

fortified wines.  Spirits and fortified wines may be manufactured or rectified 2 

by a license holder for export and sale to the Liquor Control Board, or and malt 3 

beverages and vinous beverages may be manufactured or rectified by a license 4 

holder for export and sale to bottlers or wholesale dealers.  This license permits 5 

a manufacturer of vinous beverages or fortified wines to receive from another 6 

manufacturer licensed in or outside this State bulk shipments of vinous 7 

beverages to rectify with the licensee’s own product, provided that the vinous 8 

beverages or fortified wines produced by a Vermont manufacturer may contain 9 

no more than 25 percent imported vinous beverage.  The Liquor Control Board 10 

may grant to a licensed manufacturer or rectifier of spirits, fortified wines, 11 

vinous beverages, or malt beverages a first-class restaurant or cabaret license 12 

or a first- and a third-class restaurant or cabaret license permitting the licensee 13 

to sell alcoholic beverages to the public only at the manufacturer’s premises, 14 

which for the purposes of a manufacturer of malt beverages, includes up to two 15 

licensed establishments that are located on the contiguous real estate of the 16 

holder of the manufacturer’s license, provided the manufacturer or rectifier 17 

owns or has direct control over those establishments.  A manufacturer of malt 18 

beverages who also holds a first-class restaurant or cabaret license may serve 19 

to a customer malt beverage by the glass, not to exceed eight glasses at one 20 

time and not to exceed four ounces in each glass.  The Liquor Control Board 21

may grant to a licensed manufacturer or a rectifier of malt beverages a second-1 

class license permitting the licensee to sell alcoholic beverages to the public 2 

anywhere on the manufacturer’s or rectifier’s premises.  A licensed 3 

manufacturer or rectifier of vinous beverages may serve, with or without 4 

charge, at an event held on premises of the licensee or the vineyard property, 5 

spirits, fortified wines, vinous beverages, and malt beverages, provided the 6 

licensee gives the Department written notice of the event, including details 7 

required by the Department, at least five days before the event.  Any beverages 8 

not manufactured by the licensee and served at the event shall be purchased on 9 

invoice from a licensed manufacturer or wholesale dealer or the Liquor Control 10

(27)  “Special events permit”:  a permit granted by the Liquor Control 13 

Board permitting a person holding a manufacturer’s or rectifier’s license 14 

licensed manufacturer, rectifier, or a farm distiller to sell by the glass or by 15 

unopened bottle spirits, fortified wines, malt beverages, or vinous beverages 16 

manufactured or rectified by the license holder at an event open to the public 17 

that has been approved by the local licensing authority.  For the purposes of 18 

tasting only, the permit holder may distribute, with or without charge, 19 

beverages manufactured by the permit holder by the glass no more than two 20 

ounces per product and eight ounces total of malt beverages or vinous 21 
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beverages and no more than one ounce in total of spirits or fortified wines to 1 

each individual.  No more than 104 special events permits may be issued to a 2 

holder of a manufacturer’s or rectifier’s license licensed manufacturer, 3 

rectifier, or farm distiller during a year.  A special event permit shall be valid 4 

for the duration of each public event or four days, whichever is shorter.  5 

Requests for a special events permit, accompanied by the fee as required by 6 

subdivision 231(13) of this title, shall be submitted to the Department of 7 

Liquor Control at least five days prior to the date of the event.  Each 8 

manufacturer or, rectifier, or farm distiller planning to attend a single special 9 

event under this permit may be listed on a single permit.  However, each 10 

attendance at a special event shall count toward the manufacturer’s or, 11 

rectifier’s, or farm distiller’s 104 special-event-permit limitation. 12 

(28)  “Fourth-class license” or “farmers’ market license”:  the license 13 

granted by the Liquor Control Board permitting a manufacturer or rectifier of 14 

malt beverages, vinous beverages, fortified wines, or spirits licensed 15 

manufacturer, rectifier, or farm distiller to sell by the unopened container and 16 

distribute by the glass with or without charge, beverages manufactured by the 17 

licensee.  No more than a combined total of ten fourth-class and farmers’ 18 

market licenses may be granted to a licensed manufacturer or, rectifier, or farm 19 

distiller.  At only one fourth-class license location, a manufacturer or rectifier 20 

of vinous beverages, malt beverages, fortified wines, or spirits licensed 21 
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manufacturer, rectifier, or farm distiller may sell by the unopened container 1 

and distribute by the glass, with or without charge, vinous beverages, malt 2 

beverages, fortified wines, or spirits produced by no more than five additional 3 

manufacturers or, rectifiers, or farm distillers, provided these beverages are 4 

purchased on invoice from the manufacturer or, rectifier, or farm distiller.  A 5 

manufacturer or, rectifier of vinous beverages, malt beverages, fortified wines, 6 

or spirits, or farm distiller may sell its product to no more than five additional 7 

manufacturers or, rectifiers, or farm distillers.  A fourth-class licensee may 8 

distribute by the glass no more than two ounces of malt beverages or vinous 9 

beverages with a total of eight ounces to each retail customer and no more than 10 

one-quarter ounce of spirits or fortified wine with a total of one ounce to each 11 

retail customer for consumption on the manufacturer’s premises or at a 12 

farmers’ market.  A fourth class licensee may distribute by the glass up to four 13 

mixed drinks containing a combined total of no more than one ounce of spirits 14 

or fortified wine to each retail customer for consumption only on the 15 

manufacturer’s premises.  A farmers’ market license is valid for all dates of 16 

operation for a specific farmers’ market location. 17

(36)  “Outside consumption permit”:  a permit granted by the Liquor 19 

Control Board allowing the holder of a first-class or, first- and third-class 20 
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license holder and, fourth-class license holder, or farm distiller’s license to 1 

allow for consumption of alcohol in a delineated outside area. 2

(40)  “Farm distiller’s license”:  a license granted by the Liquor Control 4 

Board that permits the holder to manufacture Vermont spirits and Vermont 5 

barrel aged maple spirits for export and for sale as provided in section 242 of 6 

this title. 7 

(41)  “Vermont spirits”:  spirits manufactured from fruit, vegetables, 8 

grain, grain products, honey, sap, or other agricultural products, of which at 9 

least 75 percent by volume, exclusive of water, was grown or produced in 10 

Vermont.   11 

(42)  “Vermont barrel aged maple spirits”:  spirits that are manufactured 12 

from Vermont maple sap and aged in oak barrels as provided in section 70 of 13 

this title. 14

§ 242.  FARM DISTILLER’S LICENSES 16 

(a)  The Liquor Control Board may grant a farm distiller’s license to a 17 

person if the person files an application accompanied by the license fee 18 

provided in section 231 of this title for the premises in which the farm 19 

distillery will be operated.  An applicant for a farm distiller’s license shall 20 

satisfy the Liquor Control Board that the applicant is the owner or lessee of the 21 
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premises and that the premises are operated for the purpose covered by the 1 

license. 2 

(b)  The holder of a farm distiller’s license may sell a combined total of no 3 

more than 20,000 gallons per year of Vermont spirits and Vermont barrel aged 4 

maple spirits. 5 

(c)  A licensed farm distiller shall be permitted to sell Vermont spirits and 6 

Vermont barrel aged maple spirits: 7 

(1)  to the Liquor Control Board; or 8 

(2)  from the licensed premises: 9 

(A)  by the unopened container for consumption off the 10

(B)  by the glass for consumption on the premises. 12 

(d)(1)  A licensed farm distiller may distribute by the glass, without charge, 13 

and for consumption on the licensed premises a total of no more than one 14 

ounce of Vermont spirits or Vermont barrel aged maple spirits, or both, 15 

manufactured by the licensee. 16 

(2)  A licensed farm distiller may distribute by the glass, without charge, 17 

and for consumption on the licensed premises up to four mixed drinks 18 

containing a combined total of no more than one ounce of Vermont spirits or 19 

Vermont barrel aged maple spirits, or both, manufactured by the licensee. 20 
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(e)  Rules applicable to second-class licenses and pertaining to financial 1 

responsibility; education of employees, age of employees, hours of sale, age of 2 

purchasers, the selling and furnishing to apparently intoxicated persons; and 3 

leases of businesses shall all apply in like manner to holders of farm distiller’s 4 

licenses. 5 

(f)  The Liquor Control Board may approve up to one branch location for 6 

the farm distillery as part of a farm distiller’s license.  An applicant wishing to 7 

operate a branch location shall satisfy the Liquor Control Board that the 8 

applicant is the owner or lessee of the branch location’s premises and that the 9 

branch location’s premises are operated for the purpose covered by the license.  10 

If approved by the Liquor Control Board, the branch location shall be 11 

considered part of the licensed premises and subject to all applicable 12 

requirements of this section.  All activities permitted at the licensed farm 13 

distillery shall also be permitted at the approved branch location. 14

(1)  the spirits are manufactured in Vermont; 20 
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(2)  the sole ingredient of the spirits, exclusive of water, is maple sap that 1

(3)  the spirits are aged in oak barrels. 3 

(b)  Any person that violates subsection (a) of this section shall be fined not 4 

more than $1,000.00. 5 

(c)  In addition to any other penalties, the Liquor Control Board may 6 

suspend or revoke the license of a manufacturer, rectifier, or farm distiller that 7 

violates this section.

On or before January 15, 2017, the Legislative Council, in consultation with 2 

the Commissioner of Liquor Control, the Liquor Control Board, and the Office 3 

of the Attorney General, shall prepare and submit a draft bill to the House 4 

Committee on General, Housing and Military Affairs and the Senate 5 

Committee on Economic Development, Housing and General Affairs that 6 

makes statutory amendments of a technical nature to improve the clarity of 7 

Title 7 through the reorganization of its provisions and the modernization of its 8 

statutory language.  The draft bill shall also identify all statutory sections of 9 

Title 7 that the General Assembly shall amend substantively in order to remove 10 

out-of-date and obsolete provisions or to reflect more accurately the current 11 

practices and programs of the Liquor Control Board and the Department of 12 

Liquor Control. 13
