* In 2009, FDA announced its intention to regulate e-cigarettes as drug
delivery devices. The parent company of NJOY — Sottera — sued FDA,
saying e-cigarettes should be regulated as a tobacco product. FDA lost the

case.

« The Court created an exception for products that make claim to provide a
specific medical therapy but research must prove that the product is “safe
and effective”; it appears no manufacturers have yet submitted a therapeutic

claim for FDA approval.

« Awaiting deeming regulations, currently in Office of Budget and
Management.
