Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to authorize
retail establishments to acquire special venue serving permits; allow a
sampling event permit holder to purchase invoiced volumes of alcoholic
beverages from wholesale dealers; increase the limit on special event permits
that may be acquired by an individual licensee from 10 to 20; amend
provisions related to the annual report concerning the State Lottery; extend the
effective date for required liquor liability insurance to July 1, 2026; and to
establish a retail master license for parent corporations that are formed for

purposes of merging licensed retail dealers or manufacturers.

meaning as in 22 V.S.A. § 101; and “museum” has the same meaning as in
27V.S.A. 81151
