(a)  Program established.  There is established the Community Resilience 13 

and Disaster Mitigation Grant Program to award grants to covered 14 

municipalities to provide support for disaster mitigation, adaptation, or repair 15 

activities. 16 

(b)  Definition.  As used in this section, “covered municipality” means a 17 

city, town, fire district or incorporated village, and all other governmental 18 

incorporated units that participate in the National Flood Insurance Program in 19 

accordance with 42 U.S.C. Chapter 50. 20 

(c)  Administration; implementation.   21 
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(1)  Grant awards.  The Department of Public Safety, in coordination 1

(2)  Grant Program design.  The Department of Public Safety, in 14 

coordination with the Department of Environmental Conservation, shall design 15 

the Program.

§ 39.  FEES TO THE HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES FUND 8 

(a)  Every person required to report the use or storage of hazardous 9 

chemicals or substances pursuant to EPCRA shall pay the following annual 10 

fees for each hazardous chemical or substance, as defined by the State 11 

Emergency Response Commission, that is present at the facility: 12 

(1)  $40.00 for quantities between 100 and 999 pounds. 13 

(2)  $60.00 for quantities between 1,000 and 9,999 pounds. 14 

(3)  $100.00 for quantities between 10,000 and 99,999 pounds. 15 

(4)  $290.00 for quantities between 100,000 and 999,999 pounds. 16 

(5)  $880.00 for quantities exceeding 999,999 pounds. 17 

(6)  An additional fee of $250.00 will be assessed for each extremely 18 

hazardous chemical or substance as defined in 42 U.S.C. § 11002. 19 

(b)  The fee shall be paid to the Commissioner of Public Safety and shall be 20 

deposited into the Hazardous Chemical and Substance Emergency Response 21 
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Fund. 1 

(c)  The following are exempted from paying the fees required by this 2

(1)  municipalities and other political subdivisions; 4

reasonable attorney’s fees that are incurred as a result of exercising the 1 

provisions of this subsection. 2
