Sec. 1. 23V.SA. §1432(c) isamended to read:

(c) Operation on U.S. Route 4. Notwithstanding any other law to the
contrary, vehicleswith atrailer or semitrailer which are longer than 68 feet but
not longer than 72 feet may be operated with asingle or multiple trip
overlength permit issued at no cost by the department of motor vehicles or, for
afee, by an entity authorized in subsection 1400(d) of thistitle on U.S. Route 4

from the- New-Hampshire state-Hhe the junction of U.S. Route 4 and VT Route

12 south to the junction of U.S. Route 4 and VT Route 100 south, provided the
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distance from the kingpin of the semitrailer to the center of the rearmost axle

group is not greater than 41 feet.
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
