§273. EXEMPTIONS
The provisions of this chapter regulating barbers and cosmetol ogists shall

not:

(5) affect or prevent the practice of barbering or cosmetology outside a
registered shop or school by licensees in accordance with rules adopted by the
board;

(6) prohibit the use of nonablative lasers by alicensed esthetician.

“Nonablative laser” means alaser that does not penetrate the stratum corneum,

or the outermost layer of the skin.
